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CHAPTER MDCCXXX.

AN ACT TO ENABLE JAMES WALLACE AND RUDOLPH PICKEL TO
ERECT MILL-DAMS ON SWATARA CREEK, IN THE COUNTY OF
DAUPHIN.

WhereasJamesWallace, of West Hanovertownship, in the
county of Dauphin, hath presentedhIs petition to the legisla-
ture, setting forth that lie hasan advantageousseatfor water
works on the Swataracreek, in the county aforesaid,which
creek is, by the laws of this commonwealth,declaredto be a
public highway,andapprehendingthat the watersof saidcreek
ii~aybe swelledby a dam,so constructedas not to impedethe
navigation thereof, hath prayed the legislature to authorize
him to erect a dam hi the said creek, opposite to his lands,
about two miles above Hummeistown. And whereasRudolph
Pickel, of Lebanontownship, in the said county,hathalsopre-
sentedhis petition, setting forth that he haspurchaseda~small
tract of land situate in the said township of Lebanon,on the
said Swataracreek, about two miles andan half below Jones-
town, and about eight miles above the mouth of Quitapahilla
creek, oppositeto the land of GeorgeTittle, and praying that
he may be permittedto erecta dam in the said creek, opposite
to his said land, he having obtained the consentof the said
GeorgeTittle for that purpose. And whereasit appearsto the
legislatureto be reasonableandproper to grant the prayersof
thesaid respectivepetitioners.

[Section T.] (Section I. P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
the SenateandHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyen-
actedby the authorityof the same,That it shallandmaybe law-
ful for thesaidJamesWallace,his heirsandassigns,andthey or
either of them, are herebyauthorizedandempoweredto erect,
supportandforever maintain,a mill-dam acrossSwataracreek,
opposite to the lands of the said JamesWallace above men-
tiOI1e(L
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[Section II.] (Section II. P. L.) Be it therefore enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That it shall and may be lawful for
thesaidRudolphPickel,his heirsandassigns,andthey,or either
of them, are herebyauthorizedand empoweredto erect, sup-
port and forever maintain, a mill-dam acrossthe said Swatara
creek, oppositeto his landssituate as above mentioned.

[Section III.] (Section III. P. L.) Provided always nev-
ertheless,and be it further enacted by the authority afor~-
said,That such darn or damsbe so constructedandkept in re-
pair, with a properslope or slopes,andalock or locks, whereby
thenavigationof thesaidcreekwill not he injured,nor thepass-
ageof fish prevented.

And provided also, Tha( the rights of all andevery person
and persons[whatsoever] shall be and remain inviolate, and
shallnot be effectedby this act,andespeciallythat the privileges
grantedto the companyincorporatedfor the purposeof opening
a canal and lock navigation from Susquehannato Schuylkifl
shallnot be impairedor infringed by anythinghereincontained.
