P. L.) Provided always nev-
ertheless,and be it further enacted by the authority afor~-
said,That such damor damsbe so constructedandkept in r~-
pair, with a properslope or slopes,andalock or locks, whereby
thenavigationof thesaidcreekwill not he injured,nor thepass-
ageof fish prevented.

And provided also, Tha( the rights of all andevery person
and persons[whatsoever] shall be and remain inviolate, and
shallnot be effectedby this act,andespeciallythat the privileges
grantedto the companyincorporatedfor the purposeof opening
a canal and lock navigation from Susquehannato Schuylkifl
shallnot be impairedor infringed by anythinghereincontained.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF CHRISTIAN MARY.

WhereasChristian Mary, a collector of taxes in the towii-
ship of Charleston,in the county of Chester,by his petition
to the legislature,setsforth, that from the particular situation
of his family he was obliged to employ a certain Lawrence
King, as an assistantin collecting of taxes in the said town-
ship, andthat the said King was,on the iiight of the twenty
third of February, in the yearof one thousandseven hundred
andeighty-eight, robbedof two severalsums of public money,
whichhehadcollectedfor andon accountof thesaidpetitioner,
amountingin the whole to forty-five poundsfour shillings and
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six pence. And whereasit is reasonablethathe shouldhavethe
samerelief with thosewho werein similar circumstances.There-
fore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,That the commissionersof the county
of Chestershall causea suit to be instituted againstChristian
Mary, late a collector of public taxes in Charlestontownship,
in the saidcounty of Chester,in the samemanner,andfor the
samepurpose,as is directedby the act entitled, “An act for the
betterascertainingandmaking good lossesof public moneysby
robberies,” passedthe fourth day of October, one thousand
seven hundred and eighty-eight,and shall, in all things, con-
form themselvesagreeablythereto,as if thesaidChristian Mary
had beenentitled to all andsingularthe benefitsof the saidre-
cited act.

CHAPTER MDCCXXXII.

AN ACT FOR ALTERING AN ELECTION DISTRICT, AND FOR mRECT-
ING TWO ADDITIONAL ELECTION DISTRICTS, IN THE COUNTY OF
BUCKS.

[SectionI.] (Section1. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the townshipsof Spring~eld,
Haycock, Rockhill, Richland and Milford, in the county of
Bucks, shall, from and after the passingof this act, be a sep-
arate electiondistrict, to be called the secondelection district
h~the said county; and the freemen of the said district shall
hold their annualelectionsat the housenow occupiedby Jacob
Frees,in Richlandtownship aforesaid.
