TO PERFORM THE DISCOUNT BUSINESS OF THE SAID BANK, AND

Whereas it has been represented by the president and direc-

ity of the stockholders, that great difficuties have occurred in
consequence of the fifth article of the seventh section of the act
of incorporation, which requires the presence of not less than

various and active avocations they are often prevented from
giving punctual and necessary attendance, by which means the
discount business is exposed to suffer to the inconvenience of the
publie, ‘and the injury of the institution.

CHAPTER MDCOXXXVIIL

AN ACT FOR THE RELINF OF PATRICK ROBERTS AND CHARLES
WHST, JUNIOR, -

Whereas it has been represented to the legislature by Patrick
Roberts, a soldier in the late Pennsylvania line of the army of
the United States, that he has lost a certificate, number seventy-
seven, for the sum of fifty-six pounds gix shillings and four
pence, issued to him for the depreciation of his pay. And where-
a8 it has been represented by a petition from Charles West,
junior, that he has lost a new loan certificate, number eleven
thousand eight hundred and seventy-four, for two hundred and
ninety-four pounds five shillings: And whereas it appears by &
certificate of the comptroller-general that the said certificate
granted to Patrick Roberts hath not been redeemed, and as it
