[SectionVIIL] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And he it further en-
acted by the authority aforesaid,That if the saidcorporation,
or aliy personor personsfor or to the use of the same,shall
engagein the hw~iiiessof banking, or deal or fra(le in buying or
selling any goods, wares, merchandiseor commoditieswhatso-
ever,contraryto thepi~ovisionof thisact,all andeverypersonor
persons,who shall have given any order or direction for so
engaging,dealingandtrading,and all and every personor per-
soiis,who shallhavebeeii eoncernedaspartiesor agentstherein,
shall forfeit andlose treble the value of themoneysdiscounted,
andof the goods, wares, merchandiseand commoditiestraded
or dealt in, one-half thereofto the useof the informer, and the
other half to the useof the state,to be recoveredwith costs of
suit.

[Section IX.] (Section IX, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,That this act shall be andcon-
tinue in force until the first day of January,which will be in
theyearof our Lord one thousandeight hundredandfifteen.

[SectionX.] Provided always,That for the liquidation and
settlementof all the pasttransactionsand accountsof the said
company, the corporatepowersthereof shall be and continue
effectualto all intentsandpurposes.

And provided also,That nothing in this actshall be takenor
construedto affect the rights of any person,personsor bodies
politic, before the passingof this act.

CHAPTER MDCCXLI.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO ENABLE EXECU.
TORS AND ADMINISTRATORS, BY LEAVE OF COURT, TO CONVEY
LANDS AND TENEMENTS CONTRACTED FOR WITH THEIR DECE-
DENTS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.”l

W’hereas it sometime happens that persons,having con-
tractedfor the saleof landsandtenementswithin this common-
wealth, becomelunatic or non cornpote8mente8before the pin’-

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chasersaremadesecurein their titles, ‘~vherebythe persons,to
whom the careandcustodyof the estatesof such lunatics may
be committed, are prevented from collecting the purchase
money, and the purchaserscannotobtain sufficient titles. For
remedywhereof:

[Section 1.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
the Senateandbust of Representativesof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssenThlymet, and it is herebyen-
actedby theauthorityof the same,That wheiiever anycontract
in writing hasbeenmadeor shall be madefor the sale of any
landsandtenementswithin this commonwealth,by anyperson,
who, after making the same, shall become lunatic or nom
compos incnt~~,it shall be lawful for the purchaser,or pur-
chasers,under such contract to proceedto enforce the same
against the person and persons,to whom the custody of the
estateof such lunatic hasbeenor shah be committed,in like
form andwith like effect,andthepersonor personshavingsuch
custody shall have like remedyto recoverthe purchasemoney
under suchcontract,as in easeof contractsfor the saleof lands
and tenementsprovidedfor in andby the act to which this is a
supplement.

CHAPTER MDCCXLII.

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE DIs’rRrcT OF SOUTHWARK.

And
whereasit is the duty of the legislature,not only to reniedyde-
fects which a changeof circumstanceshascreated,hut also to
makesuch further regulationsas will tend to the advancemenc
of public happinessandpublic order.
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
