(SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That JohnWeitzel, AlexanderHun-
ter andWilliam Gray,of Sunbury,areherebyappointedtrustees

moneyso to be raisedasaforesaidshall be put into the hands
of the said trusteesfor the purposesaforesaid,and they shall
from time to time rendera faithful accountof the expenditures
of thesame,nr~~:‘ly to thecommissioners,but anyotherofficers
who may be ~, ~~1ii1edby lawful authority for the inspectionof
their accounts,whencalledon by eitherof them.

CHAPTER MDCCXLVI.

AN ACT TO REVIVE AND CONTINUE, FOR A LIMITED TIME, THE ACT
ENTITLED “AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE COMMISSIONERSOF BANK-
RUPTCY TO PROCEED IN THE BUSINESS REMAINING UNFINISHED
UNDER THE LATE BANKRUPT LAWS,”l AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasby the third sectionof the act entitled “An act to
authorizethe commissionersof bankruptcyto proceedin the
businessremainingunfinishedunderthe latebankruptlaws” it
is enactedthat in all caseswherea final dividendhasnotbeen
madeor declaredon theeffectsof anybankrupt,it shallandmay
be lawful for all personshavingdemandsagainstsuchbankrupt
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to provethesamebeforethecommissionersat any timeprevious
to the first day of Januarynext, and upon suchproof having
beenduly made,to haveandreceivea proportionatedividendof
suchbankruptseffects; providedthat no dividendalreadymade
or declaredshall be therebyin anywiseaffected. And whereas
from unforeseencausesthetermlimited in thesaid sectionhath
provedtoo shortto afford that relief to creditorswhich was in-
tendedby the said recitedact.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same, That the term limited in the said
sectionof theaboverecitedactshall be extendedto thefirst day
of Januarynext,anythingin thesaidactto thecontrarynotwith-
standing.

(SectionII, P.L.) And whereasby thefourth andfifth sec-
tionsof an act~entitled“An act] for extendingthe benefitsex-
periencedfrom the institution of the PennsylvaniaHospital,”2

sundry dutieswere ei~joinedupon and requiredof the commis-
sionersof bankrupts,which from the beforementionedcauses
it wasimpracticablefor themto perform.

[SectionII.] Be it thereforeenactedby theauthorityafore-
said,Thatthetermlimited in thefourth sectionof the saidlast
recitedactshallbe extendedto oneyearfrom andafterthepass-
ing of this act, anything in thesaidactto thecontrarynotwith-
standing.

(SectionIII, P. L.) And whereastheseveraldutiesenjoined
by and requiredof the said commissionersin the act last re-
citedareadditional to andwerenot contemplatedby any of the
actsof bankruptcyunderwhich thesaidcommissionershavebeen
qualifiedto act, and it is unjustandunreasonablethat anyper-
son should be compelledto renderserviceswithont his volun-
tary consentand anadequaterewardfor his timeandtrouble.

[SectionIII.] Be it further enactedby the authority afore-
said,Thatit shall andmaybe lawful for thesaidcommissioners
of bankruptsfrom time to time to nominateand appointaper-
soncapableof performingthe dutiesand trusthereinaftermen-
tioned, who shallbe knownby theappellationof theclerkof the
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bankruptoffice, to whosecareandkeepingshallbe entrustedall
the books,papersand documentsrelativeto theaffairs of bank-
rupts;andthesaidclerkof thebankruptoffice shallproceedto
makeout and transcribethe accounts,which by the act herein-
beforerecited were enjoniedupon the said commissioners,for
which services,to be performedby the said clerk and examined
by thesaidcommissioners,theyshallbe entitledunto andretain
in theirhandsout of themoneyswhich by the saidactthey are

CHAPTERMDCCXLVII.

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE INSURANCE COMPANY OF THE STATE
OF PENNSYLVANIA.

Whereasit appearsto the legislatureto be conduciveto the
interestof thestate,aswell in relationto the commerceasthe
agriculturethereof,to incorporatecompaniesupon properprin-
ciplesfor the insuranceof ships and merchandiseat sea, and
lending moneyupon bottomry andrespondentia. And whereas
sundrypersonswithin this statehaveformed themselvesvolun-
tarily into a societyfor that purposeand haveprayedto be in-
corporatedby law. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
