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dealing and trading shall have been, one-half thereof to the use
of the state, and the other half thereof to the use of the informer,
with full costs of suit. ,

[Section XI.] (Section XI, P, L.) And be it further en-
acted by the authority aforesaid, That this act shall be and con-
tinue in force until the first day of January, which will be in the
year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and fifteen.

Provided always, That for the liquidation and settlement of
all the past transactions and accounts of the said company, the

corporate powers thereof shall be and continue effectual to all
intents and purposes.

CHAPTER MDCCXILVIII.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR LAYING OUT A
TOWN AT PRESQUE ISLE.”

Whereas the execution of an act entitled “An act for laying
out a town at Presque Isle,”” passed on the eighth day of April,
in the year one thousand seven hundred and ninety- three, hath
necessarily been delayed, and in consequence of such delay, the
period prescribed for making actual settlements within the said
town, to entitle the settlers to the benefits and emoluments men-
tioned in the second section of the said act, has elapsed, but it
is thought expedient to revive and extend the same. Therefore:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwesalth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the first two hundred per-
gons who shall actually inhabit and reside, on or before the
first day of May, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-five,
within the town directed to be laid out by the act to which this
is a supplement, shall be entitled to all the emoluments and bene-
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fits mentioned in the second section of the said act, in like man-
ner and upon the same conditions, as if the said town had been
laid out and such persons had actually inhabited and resided

thereon before the first day of January last.

CHAPTER MDCCXLIX.

AN ACT FOR ERECTING A CERTAIN PART OF LUZERNE COUNTY INTO
A SEPARATE ELECTION DISTRICT.

‘Whereas it hath been represented to the legislature that it
would be of great convenience to the inhabitants of that part of
Luzerne county, comprised within the bounds hereinafter men-
tioned that a seperate election district should be erected therein

[Section 1I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it i¥ hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the part of Luzerne county, con-
tained within the following bounds, viz: beginning on the north
line of the state at the corner of Northampton and Luzerne
counties; thence west on a straight line until it meets the stream
called Wappasena; thence southwardly, up said stream to the .
head thereof; thence continuing a south course to the distance
of twenty miles from the York line; thence east, to the line of
Northampton county; thence north on said line, to the place of
beginning; shall be, and the same is hereby, erected into a sep-
arate election district; and the inhabitants residing within the
gaid district shall hold their annual elections hereafter, at the
times and in the manner prescribed by law, at the house now
occupied by Horatio Strong, in the said district.
