Provided,Thatnothingin this actcontainedshallextendto ex-
oneratethesaidcountiesof PhiladelphiaandMontgomeryfrom
anypart of [their] quotaor proportionof public taxesor assess-
tnentsdueto this state,by reasonof thedefault of the saidJohn
Blake, as aforesaid,nor to exonerate,annul or lessenthe force
andeffect of any security or engagemententeredinto by any
otherperson,for securingthepaymentof themoneyscollectedby
him,oi~for his good behaviorin thedutiesof his office.

CHAPTERMDCCLVI.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR
ERECTING THE TOWN OF CARLISLE, IN THE COUNTY OF CtJMBER-
LAND, INTO A BOROUGH, FOR REGULATING THE BUILDINGS, PRE-
VENTING NUISANCES AND ENCROACHMENTS ON THE COMMONS,
SQUARES, STREETS,LANES AND ALLEYS OF THE SAME, AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES THEREIN MENTIONED,”2 PASSED THE THIR-
TEENTH DAY OF APRIL, ONE THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND
EIGHTY-TWO.

Whereasit hathbeenrepresentedto the legislatureby the in-
habitantsof the saidborough,that the saidact, to which thia is
asupplement,bathbeenfoundby experienceto bedefective,inas-
muchastheyhavenot powerto raisemoneyfor anyotherpublic
purposethanfor repairingthestreets,lanes,alleysandhighways,
which hasgreatly preventedother public necessaryregulations
and improvementsfrom being made.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andRouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
~y1vania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That it shall andmay be lawful for
the assessorsandsupervisors,with the approbationof the bur-
gessesandassistantsof the saidborough,or themajority of them

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to assess,levy andcollect, suchtaxesandassessments,from time
to time, as to the major part of the said inhabitants,who are
qualified to vote for burgesses,shall seemmeetand proper,at
town meetingsespeciallycalled for that purpose,for the pur-
posesof improving andbetter regulatingthe internal police of
the saidborough,providedthat the saidassessmentsbe madein
the samemanner,and under the sameregulations,as is pre-
scribedby the saidact, to which this is asupplement.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. Ii.) And be it further enacted
by theauthority [aforesaid],That thesaidburgessesandassist-
antsshallcauseall sumsof moneyassessed,levied andraised,by
virtue of thisact,or by the act, to which this is asupplement,to
befairly enteredin their bookof minutes,with astatementof the
expendituresof the same,for the inspectionof the said inhabi-
tantsat their town meetings.

(SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby the authority aforesaid,That the saidburgesses,as-
sistants,assessorsandsupervisorsshall, on going out of office,
