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ceiviug said licenses,shall deliver them to the personsrecoiii-
mended,on their applicationandpaymenttherefor, andreport
quarterly to the judgesof the court the namesof the persons
who havebeendelinquentin taking out suchlicenses,whereupoii
the judgesshall direct indictmentsto he preferredbefore the
grand jury against the said delinquents,for keepingtippling-
houses,if it appearsby the report of the constables,or other
sufficient testimony, they continueto sell spirituous liquors by
small measure.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by theauthority aforesaid,That t.he county treasurersshall re-
ceive five per cent.,for their servicesin collecting andpaying
said licensemoney,and shall settle their accountsin the same
mannerasfor.statetaxes.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That the clerks of the severalcourts
of quartersessionsshall receiveforty cents,andno more, [from
anyperson,]for readingapetitionor applicationfor license,and
seventy-fivecents,andno more, for issuing every recommenda-
tion for the same,which shall be in full for all feesto the said
clerksor courts,respectively,for their services.

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,That somuch of every act or actsof
this commonwealth,as are suppliedby or are contrary to the
provisions in this act contained,shall he, and they are hereby
repealedandmadenull andvoid.

CHAPTER MDCCLXIV.

AN ACT FOR GRANTING A FURTHER SUM OF MONEY FOR OPENING
AND IMPROVING THE ROAD FROM WILKES-EARRE TO WYALUSING.

Whereas,by an act of assembly,passedthe eleventhday of
April, in theyearonethousandsevenhundredandninety-three,
entitled “An act to appropriatecertainsums of money, for the
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laying out, opening and improving sundry roads within this
commonwealth, and for the purposes therein mentioned;”
the sum of seven hundred dollars was appropriated for
opening and improving the road from Wilkes-Barre to
WyalusingCreek, andit havingbeenrepresentedto the legisla-
turethatthe saidsumof sevenhundreddollarsis insufficient for
thatpurpose,andtheopeningandcompletingthe saidroadbeing
necessaryandof public utility. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the sathe, That a further sum of six hundred
dollars, over andabovethe saidsum of seven hundreddollars,
shall he, andthe sameis hereby,grantedandappropriatedfor
the purposeof completing the said road from Wilkesbarreto
Wyalusingcreek,to be paidout of thefund appropriatedfor the
supportof government,on a warrant or warrantsof the gover-
nor for that purposedrawn on thestatetreasurer.

CHAPTER MDCCLXV.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO ESTABLISH A

In ordermoreeffectually to regulatethe port of Philadelphia:
[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate

and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Peiiui-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthority of the same,That the governorshall appoint and
commissiona person,of good characterandcompetentskill, to
he harbor masterof theport of Philadelphia;andthe saidhar-
bor master,havingfirst takenan oath or affirmation, andgiven
bond, with two sufficient sureties,to be approvedby the gover-
