CHAPTER MDCCLXXIIL

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO INCORPORATE
THE SUBSCRIBERS TO THE BANK OF PENNSYLVANIA.”1
[Bection I.] (Bection I, P. I..) De it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted Ly
the authority of the same, That the sixteenth article of the
seventh section of the said act be, and is hereby, repealed.
Provided, That the president and directors of the said bank,
on the requisition of the legislature, shall furnish statements of
the amount of the capital stock of the said corporation, and of
the debts due to the same, of the moneys deposiled therein, of the
notes in circulation, and of the cash in hand; and the legiglature
shall have a right, by joint committee, to ingpect such general ac-
countg in the books of the bank as shall relate to the said state-
ments.
Provided also, That this shall not be construed to imply a

right to inspect the accounts of any private individual or in-
dividuals.

CHAPTER MDCCLXXIV.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO IM-
PROVE THE BREED OF HORSES, AND REGULATE RANGERS.”1

Whereas there ig no effectual mode established by law for com-
pelling a settlement of the accounts of the rangers, who have been

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appointed in pursuance of the act to which this is a further. sup-
plement, for the purpose of securing, keeping and selling stray
horses. Therefore:

[Seetion I.] (Section I, I. I..) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the auditors, for the time being,
or any two of them, appointed in pursuance of an act, entitled,
“An act to provide a more effectual method of settling the pub-
lic accounts of the commissioners and treasurers of the respee-
tive counties,”® shall be, and they are hereby, authorized, em-
powered and required, to audit, adjust and settle all accounts
of the rangers, at any time appointed, or to be appointed, as
have not heretofore settled and adjusted their accounts agree-
ably to the laws of this commonwealth, for securing, keeping and
selling stray horses within their respective counties. And the
sajd auditors shall have, and they are hereby vested with, the
sanie power and authority to do all things, touching the accounts
of the said rangers, subject to the same restrictions, regulations
and provisions, as they have touching the business of the said last
mentioned act, in as full and ample a manner as if the said last
mentioned act were for that purpose herein particularly re-

cited.
