horses. Therefore:

[Seetion I.] (Section I, I. I..) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the auditors, for the time being,
or any two of them, appointed in pursuance of an act, entitled,
“An act to provide a more effectual method of settling the pub-
lic accounts of the commissioners and treasurers of the respee-
tive counties,”® shall be, and they are hereby, authorized, em-
powered and required, to audit, adjust and settle all accounts
of the rangers, at any time appointed, or to be appointed, as
have not heretofore settled and adjusted their accounts agree-
ably to the laws of this commonwealth, for securing, keeping and
selling stray horses within their respective counties. And the
sajd auditors shall have, and they are hereby vested with, the
sanie power and authority to do all things, touching the accounts
of the said rangers, subject to the same restrictions, regulations
and provisions, as they have touching the business of the said last
mentioned act, in as full and ample a manner as if the said last
mentioned act were for that purpose herein particularly re-

cited.

CHAPTER MDCCLXXYV.

AN ACT SUPPLEMENTARY TO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “A SUPPLEMENT
TO THE ACT, ENTITLED, ‘AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR PAYING AND
REDEEMING CERTAIN PUBLIC DEBTS, AND FOR DEFRAYING THE
EXPENSES OF GOVERNMENT, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES THEREIN
MENTIONED. "1

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
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the authority of the same, That the holder and holders of all and
every the different denominations of certificates, for the pay-
ment, redemption and discharge of which provision was made
by the second section of the act, entitled, “An act to provide for
paying and redeeming certain public debts, and for defraying
the expenses of government,”® passed on the tenth day of April,
one thousand seven hundred and ninety-two, shall be entitled
to have and receive the value of the said certificates, at and after
the rates respectively in the second section of the above
mentioned act mentioned and declared, together with the
interest that may appear due thereon, according to the
provisions of the said act, and the holder and holders
of all and every certificate and certificates, commonly
[called] wunfunded depreciation certificates, shall be en-
titled to have and receive the nominal value thereof, and of the
interest due thereon on the ninth day of Ilebruary, one thousand
seven hundred and ninety-three; and the said holder and holders
of certificates shall receive the value of the principal and interest
of the same, as hereabove declared, in the following manner, that
is to say: the said holder or holders of certificates, upon deposit-
ing with the register general his, her or their certificate or certifi-
cates, which certificate or certificates shall be examined and dis-
charged in the same manner as was provided by the fifth section
of the ahove mentioned act. }

Provided always, That the holder or holders of the different
denominations of certificates, for the redemption of which pro-
vision ig made by this act, shall apply for the payment of the
same on or before the firgt day of January next.

[Section IT.] (Section II, P. 1..) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the treasurer shall discharge
the moneys which be is directed to pay by the foregoing section
of this act, out of the aggregate fund created by the above men-
tioned act, passed on the tenth day of April, one thousand seven
hundred and ninety-two.

[Section ITI.] (8ection III, P. T..) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That a sum not exceeding ten thous-

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and dollars, out of the said aggregate fund, be, and the same is
hereby, appropriated for the payment and discharge of such cer-
tificates granted by virtue of the second section of the act, en-
titled, “An act to provide for the settlement of the public ac-
counts, and for other purposes therein mentioned””® passed on
the fourth day of April, one theusand seven hundred and ninety-
two, as have been issued and not discharged at the time of pass-
ing this act.

[Section IV.] (Section IV, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the cowmpiroller and register
general shall have the like power to settle and adjust the interest
due upon the said certificates, and under the same checks and
limitations, as they have in the settlement of other accounts;
provided however, That no interest shall be allowed upon the
said certificates from and after the passing of this act. And the
governor may and shall draw a warrant or warrants in favor of
the parties concerned, in the same manner as in other cases,
which warrant or warrants shall be paid by the state treasurer,
out of the funds created by the next preceding section of this act.

[SBection V.] (Section V, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That for the year one thousand seven
hundred and ninety-four, the sum of twenty-five hundred dollars,
part of the funds appropriated for the support of government,
shall be, and the same is hereby, appropriated for paying all
charges for necessary clerk hire, printing, stationery, attendance,
expresses and fuel, for the use of the execntive department; and
the governor shall lay before the next general assembly a par-
ticular account of the disbursements made by virtue of this see-
tion.

[Rection VI.] (Section VI, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the governor be, and he is here-
by, authorized and required to cause the building intended for
the accommodation of the president of the United States to be
finished and completed, and in so doing, to make all necessary
and proper contracts, to employ, or cause to be employed, all
necessary artists and workmen, to appoint, employ and pay an

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agent or agenis, 1o superintend the finishing and completing
the said building.

Provided always, That the whole expense to be incurred for the
said purpose shall not exceed the sum of twenty-five thousand
dollars.

[Section VI1I.] (Section VII, P. I.) And be it further
enacted by the authority aforesaid, That the governor shall cause
the agent or agents by him employed as aforesaid, to keep fair
and exact accounts of all moneys disbursed in pursuance of the
sixth section of this act, and such accounts to exhibit, at least
once in every three months, to the register general, to be ex-
amined and settled, in like mauner as other accounts of this com-
monwealth, and upon such seftlement being made, the comp-
troller and register general shall certify the same to the gover-
nor, who shall thereupon draw a warrant or warrants upon the
state treasurer for the sum or sums found to be due, in the same
manner and under the like restrictions as is directed by the act,
entitled, “An act to provide for the settlement of the public ac-
counts, and for other purposes therein mentioned,”* passed on
the fourth day of April, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-
two.

[Section VIIL.] (Section VIIT, P. T.) And he it further
enacted by the authority aforesaid, That the sum of twenty-five
thousand dollars be, and the same is lereby, appropriated, out
of the aforesaid aggregate funds, for the payment and discharge
of all the warrants drawn by the governor in pursuance of the
next preceding section of this act, which warrants the state treas-
urer is hereby authorized and directed to pay out of the fund

last mentioned and ereated.
