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sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the governor of this common-
wealth be, and he is hereby empowered to draw warrants on the
state treasurer in favor of the persons following, for the several
sums of money annexed to their respective names, viz: To
Zachariah Poulson, Junior, printer of the journal of the late
senate, one hundred and thirty dollars; to Michael Billmeyer,
for printing the journal of the same in the German language,
the sum of one hundred and eighty-two dollars; to Thomas
Dobson, for stationery, forty dollars and fourteen cents; which
warrants ghall be paid by the treasurer, out of the funds appre-
priated to defray the expenses of government, and shall be
available to him in the settlement of his accounts for the sum
or sums therein expressed.

CHAPTER MDCCXCY.

AN ACT TO EXTEND AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO ENABLE ALIENS
TO PURCHASE AND HOLD REAL ESTATES WITHIN THIS COMMON-
WHALTH.”1

Whereas the act entitled, “An act to enable aliens to pur-
chase and hold real estate within this commonwealth” will ex-
pire at the end of the next session of the general assembly, and
it is expedient to continue the same for a longer period: There-
fore:

[Section I.] (8ection I, P. L.) De it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Asgembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the act, entitled, “An act to
enable aliens to purchase and hold real estates within this com-
monwealth,”’ shall continue in force for the term of two years
from the passing of this act.
