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CHAPTER MDCCXCVI.

A SUPPLEMENTTO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO EMPOWER THE
WARDENS OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA TO EXTEND THE
MARKET HOUSE IN HiGH STREETFROM THIRD STREETTO FOURTH
STREET FROM DELAWARE RIVER, AND TO CONTINUE THE SAME,
FROM TIME TO TIME, WESTWARDLY FROM ONE STREET TO
ANOTHER, IN THE MIDDLE OF HIGH STREET, AS THE WARDENS OF
THE SAID CITY SHALL THINK NECESSARY,AND FOR OTHER PUR-
POSES THEREIN MENTIONED.’l

Whereasby an actof the generalassemblypassedthe twenty-
third dayof March,one thousand~seveiihundredandeighty-six,
it wasenacted,that when the markethousein the city of Phila-
delphia, in andby the said act directedto be built, should be
finished andcompleted,onehalf of the saidbuildings shouldbe
andremainfree for thecountrypeopleattendingthesaidmarket
forever:

And whereasthe mayor, aldermenand cItizens of Philadel-
phia,by anordinancemadeon the eighthdayof June,onethou-
sand sevenhundredand eighty—nine, [did] in pursuanceof the
views of the legislature,ordain that the westernmoiety of the
said market houseshould be for the use of the inhabitantsof
the country, as provided for by the act of assemblyabove men-
tioned:

And whereasthe intentions of the legislatureappear likely
to be frustrated by the intrusion of personsof a different de-
sci-iption from thoseoriginally intendedto he thus providedfor:

[SectionL] (SectionI, P. L~) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in Genem-alAssemblymet, and it is lierely enactedby
the authority of the same,That from andafter the passingof
this act, it shallnot be lawful for anyperson~vhatsoeverto sell
anybeefin the westernmoiety of the markethouseor shambles
in High streef, betweenThird streetand Fourth street, in the
city of Philadelphia,nor for any personexercisingthe tradeof
abutcheror victualler to occupyany stall, or sell any meatof
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any kind, within the said westernmoiety of time market house
or shamblesaforesaid.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the mayor,aldermenand citi-
zens of Philadelphia shall have power to make and enforce
such by-laws, rules andordinances,as may be found expedient
for the purposeof carryingthis act into execution,conformably
to the true intent andmeaningthereof.

[Section IlL] (SectionIII, P. L) And be it further en-
actedby the authority aforesaid,that the mayor,aldermenanti
citizensof Philadelphia,in commoncouncil assembled,be, amid
they are hereby,authorizedto assess,levy andcollect from the
inhabitantsof the said city, amid upon all estatesreal andper-
sonal,andtaxableswithin the same,suchsum or sumsof money
as theymaydeemnecessaryto enablethem to extendthe market
in High street,wheneverthey maythink properso to do, which
taxesshall be levied andcollectedin the samemanneras the
city taxesare.

[Section IV.] (Section IV, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,That whenthe marketshall be
so extended,the onehalf of the l)uildings erectedshall be and
remainfree for the countrypeoplebringing the produceof their
farms to marketforever,andagreeablyto whatis directedby the
first sectionof this act; andthat no fees,tolls or perquisiteshe
demandedor exactedfrom them for time usethereof.
