AN ACT TO AFFORD RELIEF TO CERTAIN DISTRESSED FRENCH
E?~1IGRANTS.

Whereasthe calamitiesattending nationaland intestine war
nhi(l eojninotion havingcompelledgreatnumbers,principally in-
habitants of Hispaniola, in the year one thousand seveii hundred
and ninety-three,to abandontheir estatesanddwellings,andseek

refuge whereit mig]it be found, many of them without time to
collect and bring away t1u~irl,ropeity, and others, liavi ng wit Ii
them valuableeffects,wereplunderedon their passage,and ren-
dered,on reachingthe shoresof the United States,destituteof
the meansof support:

[SectionIL] (Section iT, P. L.’ And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the state treasurershall pay
the sum or sums of money to be IllelitloIled in the saidwarra~1t
or warrants, out of the fund appropriatedto the support of
governmentand shall chargeand he allowed the same in the

settlementof his accounts;and that the said commissioners
shallkeepandrenderto tile governor,to be laid beforethe legis-
lature, a just accountof the (listributioll and expendituresof
thesaidmoneys,andof the miniber anddescriptionof theper-
sonsrelieved thereby.
