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from andafter the liquidation of all sumsof money,principal
and interest,lent on certificate,the clear incomeandprofits of
the saidmarketshall be employedfor a charity school for the
township of the NorthernLiberties.

[Section VI.] (SectionVI, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby the authority aforesaid,That it shall andmay be law-
ful for the electors of the township aforesaid to hold their
generalelectionsat the said town house,as soonas the build-
ings shall be completelyfinished, agreeablyto the true intent
and meaningof this act, anything in any law to the contrary
notwithstanding.

CHAPTERMDCCCXI V.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO INCORPORATE
THE DISTRICT OF’ SOUTHWARK.”l

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedl)y the Senate
anti House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same, That all fines, penaltiesandforfeit-
tires arising from the breachof ordinanceor regulationpassed,
or which may be passedby the board of commissionersfor the
district of Southwark,respectinganyoffensefor which the party
might not havebeenproceededagainstby indictmentbefore the
passingof the act, entitled “An act to incorporatethe district
of Southwark”maybe recoveredbeforeanyjusticeof the peace
in the county of Philadelphia. Provided, the fine, penalty or
forfeituredo not exceedthe sum of fourteendollars.

[Nection II.] Provided always, That if any person shall
conceivehim, her or themselvesaggrievedby any judgment to
be given as aforesaid,it shall andmay be lawful for such per.
soit or persons,at any time within the spaceof six daysnext
following the date of such judgment, to appeal therefrom to
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the next court of commonpleasof the county of Philadelphia,
he, she or they first entering into recognizance,with at least
onesufficient surety,in the sum of twenty-eightdollars, to pro-
secutethe saidappealwith effect andto abidethe order of the
court, or, in defaultthereof,to be sent,by mittimus,to thesheriff
of the county,by. him to be kept until he, sheor they perform
the judgmentof the court,or he otherwiselegally discharged.

AN ACT TO ERECT THE TOWNSHIPOF HEIDELBERG, IN THE COUNTY
OF DAUPHIN, INTO A SEPARATE ELECTION DISTRICT.

(SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Seitate
andHouse of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authorityof the same,That the township of Heidelberg,in
the county of Dauphin,be, andthe sameherebyis, erectedinto
a separateelectiondistrict, to be calledthe eighth electiondis-
trict in the countyaforesaid,andthe freemenof thesaiddistrict
shall hold their annualelectionsat the housenow occupiedby
SamuelRix, in Shafferstown,in the maimerandundertheregu-
lations prescribedby the constitutionand laws of this common-
wealth.
