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CHAPTER MDCCCXXIX.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE JOHN HAWGER TO ERECT A DAM ON PENN’S
CREEK.

[Section 1.1 (Section1, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Coinmoiiwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAsseiiibly iiiet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorit~of the same,That JohnHawger,aiitl his heirsand
assigns,shall haveliberty to ere(’t a daui acrossPenn’screek,
iii the county of ~orth~imberland, not exceedingthe height of
three feet, and to maintain and keepthe samein good rept’~ir
forever. Providedalways,That the rights of any individual or
individuals be not injured or impededthereby. And provided
also, That JohnHawger,and his heirs andassigns,forever ~lo
maintain andkeepin good order, on the body of saiddam, in
a convenient part of the same for rafts to pass through, an
opening of at least twenty-five feet wide, the bottom of whieh
shall not be more than twenty inchesabove the commonlevel
of the water below saiddarn, willi a sloping way therefrom, to
extendtwenty feet down sti’eaui before it reachesthe bottomof
said creek, and also erect, or causeto be erectedandkept in
good repair, a completelock, twelve feet wide, through which
boatsandcanoesmayat all timessafelyandconvenientlypass.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthoiity aforesaid,That it shallandmaybe lawful, on
the complaint of any person or personsto the judges of the
court of quarter sessionsof said county, for them to appoint.
threecommissionersto view•said darn, andcompareit with the
limitations and provisions herein set forth and enacted,and
r~’portto them at their next sessionin said county, the state
thereof, which report on oath or affirmation, if it contain an
offensecommittedagainstthis act, shall be su~icientground for
indictment, and upon prosecutionto conviction of an offense
againstthis act, or the act declaringthat part of Penn’screek
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a public highway,1 the party or parties so convicted,shall be
liable to pay a fine, not exceediiigtwo hundreddollars at the
discretionof the court.

CHAPTERMDCCCXXX.

A SUPPLEMENT TO AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR
THE ACCOMMODATION OF THE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED
STATES.”i

Whereasit appearsby the representationmadeto the legisla-
ture of this commonwealth,by the commissionersof the city and
county of Philadelphia,that the moneys imecessarilyexpended
by them in providing for the accommodationof the congressof
the United Stateshaveconsiderablyexceededthe appropriation
madefor that purpose,and it is just andreasonablethat they
should be reimbursedfrom the treasuryof this commonwealth:
Therefore:
