of all the taxable inhabitants in the said county of Lycoming,
and make return thereof, under their hands and seals, to the
legislature of this commonwealth, on or before the first day of
February, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-six.

CHAPTER MDCCOXXXYV.

AN ACT TO REIMBURSE THE GUARDIANS OF CERTAIN ORPIHAN
CHILDREN THE MONEYS ADVANCED BY THEM FOR THE SUPPORT
OF THH SAID CHILDREN.

Whereas Matthew Clarkson, Eliston Perot, Israel Israel, Caleh
Lownes, James Ker, John Letchworth and James Sharswood,
were, by an act passed the twenty-second day of April, one thou-
sand seven hundred and ninety-four, entitled, “An act making
provision for the support of certain orphan children,” appointed
guardians of the said children:

And whereas it appears to the legislature that said gualdulm
have expended one hundred and forty dollars and eighty-nine
cents, in the necessary support of the said children, beyond the
sum by the said act granted for that purpose:

[Bection I.] (Bection I, P. L.} Be it therefore enacted by the
Senate and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
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by the authority of the same, That the governor of this common-
wealth be, and he is hereby, authorized and directed to draw
his warrant on the state treasurer, in favor of Matthew Clark-
son, Eliston Perot, Israel Israel, Caleb Lownes, James Ker, John
Letchworth and James Sharswood, for one hundred and forty
dollars and eighty-nine cents, to be paid out of the funds ap-
propriated to the support of government.

CHAPTER MDCCCXXXVI.

AN ACT TO ERECT THE TOWNSHIP OF MAHANOY, IN THE COUNTY OF
NORTHUMBERLAND, INTO A SEPARATE ELECTION DISTRICT.

[Section I.] (Section I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penu-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the township of Mahanoy, in
the county of Northumberland, is hereby erected into a separate
election district, by the name of the tenth district, in the county
of Northumberland; and that the freemen residing within the
said district are hereby anthorized to hold their annual elec-
tions at the house now occupied by William Dobson, in said
district.
