L. I He it enaetedby (lie Senate
and House of Repieseiitativesof the Conuuonwealthof Peirn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, amid it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That upon the application for that
purposeof John Metoxeim, of the Stockbridgetribe of Oneida
Indians,to thegovernorof this commonwealth,it shallandmay
be lawful for him to provide for the said Indian, at the public
expense,suitable lodging, clothing and entertainment,for ~
term not exceedingtwo years, and also to place him at such
schoolor schools,during the said term,as to the governorshall
seemmi proper.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That a sum not exceedingthreehun-
di’ed dollars,out of theaggregatefundsof this state,he, andthe
sameis hereby, appropriatedfor the dischargeof the expenses
which may be incurred under this act.

[Section III.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby the authority aforesaid,That it shall andmaybe law-
liii for the governorto draw awarrantor warrantson the state
treasurer,for the sum by this act appropriated.
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
