Whereasit has appearedto the legislature of this common-
wealth,that William Dunton servedassailing master,andthat
BernardMerkie servedas a seaman,on board the ship Hyder
Ally, commandedby Captain JoshuaBarney, andon the eighth
day of April, onethousandsevenhundredandeighty-two,in an
engagementbetweenthe saidship Hyder Ally arid a British ship
called the GeneralMonk, were1)0th woundedin sucha manner,
asto be disabledfrom gaininga livelihood:

And whereasJohn Kline, late a Private in the Berks county
nulitia, was disabledby a woundhe receivedin his arm, while
in the serviceof this commonwealth:

And whereasalsoit is the opinion of the legislature,that the
saidWilliam Dunton,BernardMerkie and JohnKline, are not
entitled to relief from the United States,havingbeenin the ser-
vice of the stateof Pennsylvaniaonly:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby the
Senateaxid Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof the same,That the following sumsshall beal-
lowed, by way of pensions,to commence,respectively,from the
time their monthly pay ceased,andto continueuntil their re-
covery front their disability, or death,that is to say: unto Wil-
ham Dunton, seven dollars per month; unto Bernard Merkie,
four dollarsper month; andunto JohnKline, threedollarsand
one-thirdof adollar permouth;andthe comptrollergeneraland
the registergeneralare herebyauthorizedandrequiredto settle
their respectiveaccountsfor pensionsaccordingly,andcertify
the sameto the governor,in the samemaimeras is provi(led nfl

the settlementof otheraccounts. Providedalways, That what-
eversiin~or sumsof moneymayhavebeenpaidto eitherof them,
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on accountof a pension,shall be deductedfrom their respective
accounts.

[Section II.] (Section II, P. L) And be it further enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,Tl1at the governoris herebyauthor-
ized andrequired to draw a warrant or warrantson the state
treasurer,agreeablyto thecertificateor certificatesof the comp-
troller andregistergeneral,which warrantor warrantsthesaid
treasureris enjoinedto pay,out of the fund appropriatedfor the
supportof government.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT FOR ES-

CITY AND PORT OF PHILADELPHIA FROM THE INTRODUCTION OF
PESTILENTIAL AND CONTAGIOUSDISEASES,AND FORREGULATING
THF~IMPORTATION OF GERMAN AND OTHER PASSENGERS.”

Whereasinconvenienceshavearisen, from the presentappor-

tionment of the inspectorsof the health office among the inhabi-

tants of the city of Philadelphia and those of the ~orthern
Liberties and the district of Souhtwark,and from the want of a

power in the board of inspectorsto suspendthe visits of the
physician anddetention of vessels,when the navigation of the
river Delawareis actuallyrendereddangerousby reasonof the
ice:

And whereasit wOuld conduceto the securityof the citizens
of this commonwealth,that the powerof stoppingthecommuni-
cation with infected placesshould not be confinedto thoseout
of the United States,andthat the buildings contemplatedto be
erectedon StateIsland should he completed. Therefore:
