CHAPTER Mi)CCCXLV.L II.

AN ACT TO ASCERTAIN CERTAIN PARTS OF LINES BETWEEN THE
COUNTIES OF BERKS, NORTHAMPTON, NORTHUMBERLAND AND
LUZERNE, AND OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

[Section1.1 (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, hi GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the governorbe, and lie is here-
by, authorizedaiid empoweredto appoint three commissioners,
who, or any two of them,shall proceedto run the line between
the countiesof BerksandNorthumberland,andthe countiesof
Northamptonand Luzerne,beginning at the forks of Mahaii-
tangoall(l Pinecreeks,atthe place calledthe SpreadEagle;and
from thencenorth sixty-six degreeseastuntil the sameshall in-
tersectthe line dividing thecountiesof BerksandNorthampton;
and from thence,the samecourse,to the Lehigh creek; thence
along the eastbank of the said Lehigh creek, to the boundary
headthereof; from thence,a duenorth course,to the boundary
of theState;which shallhereafterbe deemedandtakento bethe
boiimIary line betweenBerks andNorthumberland,andNorth-
anipton andT4uzernecounties.

f~eetion11.1 (SectionII, P. Ii.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the governoris herebyauthor-
ized aiid empoweredto appointthreecommissioners,who, or any
two of them,shallproceedto run out and fix the lines of Ches-
ter, LancasterandBerkscounties,in andthrough the whole of
thetownshipsof WestNantmeal,in the county’of Chester,of the
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township of Caernarveii, in the county of Lancaster,and of
Caernavon,in thecountyof Berks,or suchpartsthereofasmay
be necessaryto ascertain the boundariesthereof, which lines,
when so run andfixed by the commissionersaforesaid,or any
two of theni, shall be and remainin the thwnshipsaforesaidthe
lines of thesaid countiesrespectively.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIll, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That whereany surveyshavebeen
made previous to the passingof this act, within the counties
aforesaid,by any deputysurveyor,and it shall be found,after
therunning of theseverallinesasdirectedby this act, that the
samesurveysare not within the properdistrict of suchdeputy
surveyors,thereturnof suchsurveyor surveysby thedeputyor
deputieswho may havemadethe same,undercircumstancesof
uncertainty,shallbe asgood andavailablein law, asif thesame
“had beenexecutedandreturnedby theproperdeputyof thedis-
trict, anylaw to thecontraryin anywisenotwithstanding. Pro-
vided always,that nothinghereincontainedshall in any degree
prejudiceor affect the right of privateproperty.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,Thatthe expensesattendingthe ex-
ecution of ftc duties enjoined upon the commissioners,so as
aforesaidto be appointedby the first section of this act, shall
be paidout of thetreasuriesof thesaidcountiesof Berks,North-
uniberland,Northamptonand Luzerné, in proportion to the
time which shall be necessary,andthe expenseswhich shall he
incurred, in running the linesbetweenthe saidcounties,respec-
tively, as in this enjoinedon tile commissioners,so as aforesaid
to he appointedby the secondsectionof this act, shall he paid
out o- the treasuriesof the countiesof Chester,Lancasterand
Berks, in proportionto the time which shall be necessary,and
the expenseswhich shall be incurred, in running the lines be-
tweenthe said counties,respectiveiy~as in this act directed.
