CREEK, IN THE COUNTY OF ALLEGHENY.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Bepre~entativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That two certain contiguousoutlots
of the town of Franklin, at the mouth of Frenchcreek, in the
county of Allegheny,viz: numbertwenty-seven,containingone
acre and fifty-four perchesand number thirty containing one
acreandfifty-seven perches,shall be, andherebyare cededto
and vested in the United Statesof America, for their accom-
modation and use in erecting forts and magazines,and suck
otherimprovementsthereon,as they may judge properto make
for their convenience;and it shall andmay be lawful for the
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said United Statesto possess,occupy and hold the said two
outlots, so long astheymaydeemit expedientto maintain, and
shallactuallymaintain,a fort, garrisonor other military estab-
lishment on the herebycededpremises,and no longer.
