CHAPTER M1)C�ICLXXIII.

AN ACT DECLARING A CERTAiN PART OF SPRING CREEK A PiTELIC
HIGHWAY.

[SectionI.] (Seciloim I, P. L.) Tie it enactedby the Senate
and House of Hepreseiitativesof I he I’oniniomvealth of Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAsseuihly met, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That from andafter tIme passingof
this act, Springcreek, in the county of MifIlin, fronm the mouth
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of the sameas far up as the mouth of Loganscreek,shall be,
andthe sameis hereby,declareda public highway, for the pas-
sageof boats andrafts, under time limitations and restrictions
as hereinspecified;and it shall andmay be lawful for the in-
habitants,desirousof using the navigation of the said creek,
to removeall the natural and artificial obstructionsfrom the
mouth thereof, as far up as Logan’s creek aforesaid,and to
erectsuch slopesand locks at the mill damsnow built, as may
be necessaryfor the passageof boatsandrafts, provided such
slopes and locks shall be so constructedas not to injure the
works of saiddams.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That nothing in this act contained
shall he deemed,takenor construedto preventany personor
personspossessingland on the said creek, in the county of
Mittlin aforesaid,who, beforethe passingof this act,hadauthor-
ity, under the laws of this commonwealth,to erect a dam or
damsthat he, she or they maythink proper, providedthe same
be soconstructed,andkept in repairby the ow~iersthereof,with
completeslopesand locks in convenientpartsof suchdams,as
that the navigationfor boatsandrafts will not be injured there-
by.
