[SectionII.] (SectionII, P.L) And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That on thecomplaintof anyperson
or personsto the judgesof the court of quarterse~sioiisof the
saidcounty, it shall and may be lawful for the said judgesto
appointthreecommissioners,to view the saiddam,andto com-

AN ACT FOR TF1E RELIEF OF VALENTINE ECKHART.

Whereas,it appearsto the legislature,that the agentsfor con-
fiseatedestatesui the county of Northumberlandsold untoVal-
entineEckliart a tract of land, situatedOfl Fishing creek,in the
said county, containingsix hundred acres,as part of the con-
fiscatedestateof AlexanderBartram,for the smn of eight hun-
dred andtwenty-sixpounds,which sum luith beenpaid to this
commonwealthby the saidValentine Eckhart in unfundedde-
preciat.ion certificates. And whereasthe said Valentine Eck-
hart hasbeenand is unableto obtain from this commonwealth
aiiy suflicient title to the saidlands,by reasonof the saidAlex-
anderl3artrain having neverhada fee in threehundredacres
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thereof, and the remaining three hiuidred acres having since
beensold by the commissionersof the said county for arrears
of taxes,accruedprior to andsincethe saidsale,so asaforesaid
madeto the said Valentine Eckhart.

(Section1, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Hon~eof Representativesof the Coiiimouwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in (ieiiernl Assemblymet, and it is hereby enactedby
the authority of the same, That thie comptroller and register
generalhe, andthey are hereby,authorizedandrequired,upon
the application of Valentine Eckhiart, to state and settle an
account for the amount of the principal of certain unfunded
depreciationcertificates,which havebeenreceivedby this corn-
iuoiiwealth from Valentine Eckliart, in paymentfor a tract of
six himidred acresof land,on Fishing creek,in Northumberland
county, sold by the agents of confiscatedestatesin the said
county,as part of the confiscatedestateof AlexanderBartram,
togetherwith the interestthereonto the time of passingthis
act, and certify the sameto the governor, 111 mannerand form
as directed by law for the settleiiientof other accountsagainst
