AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE COMPLETION OF THE HOUSE IN-
TENDED FOR THE ACCOMMODATION OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE

Whereasthe sumshitherto appropriatedfor the purposeof
erectingand finishing an housefor the accommodationof the
presidentof the United Stateshaveby reasonof the great in-
creasewhich hastakenplace in the priceof materialsandlabor
becomeinsufficient to completethe same.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof the same,That the governorbe andhe i~hereby
authorizedandrequiredto contractwith somesuitableperson
or personsfor completingand finishing the building intended
for the accommodationof thepresidentof the Un’Ited Statesand
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to take security of aiiy personor personso contractingfor the
faithful performanceof suchcontractor contracts.

I’rovided always, That the whole expenseto be incurred for
the coziipleting andfinishing the sameshall iiot exceedthe sum
of t h frt y thousanddollars.

[SectionI.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and house of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
theauthority of the same,That it shall andmaybe lawful from
andafter the passingof this act for ThomasWhitaker,his heirs
andassignsat his or their own propercostandchargeto make
