CHAPTER MDCCCLXXXVII.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF WILLIAM ENNIS CORTWRIGI-IT.

Whereasit has appearedto the legislatureof this common-
wealththat William EnnisCortwright, late a private in North-
amptoncountymilitia, was disabledby a wound lie receivedin
his thigh while in the serviceof this commonwealth.

by the authorityof the same,That thecertificateof theOrplian~’
Court of the county of Northampton, in the easeof William
Emns Cortwriglit, be lodged with the Register General, who
shall thereuponstate an accountagainst this commonwealth,
on behalf of the saidWilliam Ennis Cortwright, for time arrear-
agesof his pensiondue tlmereoii, which accountshall he settled
and allowed in the mannerprescribedby an act passedthe
fourth dayof April, onethousandsevenhundredandninety-two,
entitled “An act to providefor tIme settlementof public accounts
andfor otherpurposestherein mentioned.”
