CHAPTER MCMVII.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE ERECTION OF A BRIDGE OVER THE
RIVER LEHIGH, AT THE BOROUGH OF EASTON, IN THE COUNTY OF
NORTHAMPTON,

Whereas,it has beeii representedto the legislaturethat a
largesum of moneyhasbeenappropriatedby thegrandjury of
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the county of Northampton,with the concurrenceof the court
of quarter sessionsof the samecounty, for the erection of a
bridge acrossthe river Lehigh, at the boroughof Easton,and
that, in addition to the said appropriation,considerablesums
havebeensubscribedby individualsof the vicinity for thepur-
pose aforesaid,but doubtshavearisenwhetherthe samecan be
carried into effect, without the aid of the generalassembly,in-
asmuchas the said river hasheretoforebeen,by law, declared
a commonandpublic highway, And whereas,the erection of
bridges by facilitating the meansof intercoursepromote the
generalinterests: Therefore:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Connnonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the burgessesamid inhabitants
of the borough of Easton,in the county of Northampton, be,
and t’hey are hereby,authorizedand empowered,with the con-
e~irreiiceof the court of generalquartersessions,andcommis-
sionei~sof the samecounty,to erectabridge over andacrossthe
river Lehigh, at the boroughof Eastoii aforesaid,anything in
theactdeclaringthe sameriver apublic highwayto thecontrary
notwithstanding, Providedalways,and it is herebyenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That nothing herein containedshall be
construedto authorizethe erection of the said bridge in such
manneras shall injure, or interrupt, the boat andraft naviga-
tion of tIme said river, or preventboatsfrom crossing,or persons
from fording the same,or to impair the rights of individuals.
