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CHAPTERMCMXIV.

AN ACT TO ENABLE JOHN MILLER TO ERECT A MILL-DAM ACROSS
SWATARA CREEKABUTTING ON HIS OWN LAND, ABOUT FOUR MILES
BELOW JONESTOWN,IN THE COUNTY OF DAUPHIN.

[SectionI.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That it shall andmay be lawful for
JohnMiller of EastHanovertownship, in the county of Dan-
pliin, his heirsandassigns,andtheyareherebyautliori~edand
empoweredto erect, support and forever maintain a mihidain,
the height of three feet across the Swataracreek aforesaid,
abuttingon his own land,andalso to leadoff from the sameon
his own land so much water of the saidcreekas may he found
necessaryfor his or their water works. Provided,That. the said
JohnMiller, by such erection,doesnot injure privateproperty,
the navigation of the said creek, nor preventfish passinglip

the same.
[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted

by theauthority aforesaid,That the said Joirn Miller, his heirs
and assigns,shall forevermaintain andkeepin good order on
the body of saiddam, in a convenientpart of the same,for rafts
to passthrough,a completeslope of twenty-five feet in breadth,
extendingonerod down streani,for every foot the damshall be
raised hi height~,and shall build the damone foot higher, at
eachside,to convey thewater into I he slope,andshall also COfl-

struct the slopeone foot andahalf highier, at eachside thereof,
to keepthe waterthereto,until it meetsthe level of the bottomof
the creek,so as to admit rafts to passwith safety.

[Section III.] (Section III, P. L.) And be it further cii-

actedby the authority aforesaid,That ~u the complaint of aimy

personor personsto tije judgesof the court of quartersessions
of the saidcounty,it shall andmaybe lawful for the saidjudges
to appointthreecommissionersto view the Sfli(l dam,andto corn-
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pareit with the limitations andprovisionshereinset forth and
enacted,andreport to them, at their next sessionsin the said.
county, time statethereof, which report on oath or affirmation;
if it coimtain astatementof factsconstitutingan offenseagainst
this act, shall be sufficient groundsfor time court to direct a bill
of indictmentto be sentto the grandjury anduponprosecution
to conviction,shallbe liable to paya fine not exceedingtwo hun-
dred dollars, at time discretion of the court, andthe court shall
adjudgeso much of the said dam to be abatedand alteredas
shall bring thesamewithin the limitations andprovisionsof this
act.

CHAPTER MCMXV.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE JUDGES OP GREENE COUNTY, OR A
MA3ORITY OF THEM, TO HOLD THEIR COURTS IN OR NEAR THE
TOWN OF WAYNESBURG.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That from and after the passingo~
this act, the judgesof the county of Greene,or a majority of
them, be, and they are hereby,authorizedto hold the courts
for the said county of Greeneat such temporarycourt house
as may be provided in the town of Waynesburg,until a per-
nianent court houseis built for that purpose,or at suchother
convenient placein said town, or as imear time sameasthey shall
judgeproper,anythingin theact entitled, “An act to erectpart
of Washingtoncounty into a separatecounty,” to the contrary
iii anywisenotwithstanding.
