CHAPTER MflMXVIII.

AN ACT TO AFFORD RELIEF TO CERTAIN DISTRESSED FRENCH
EMIGRANTS.

Whereasthe calamitiesof war and intestinecommotionhave
compellednumbersof theFrenchinhabitantsof the WestIndia
islands to abandontheir estatesanddwellitigs, aIi(l to take re-
fuge in the UnitedStates,unprovidedwith the necessarymealis
of subsistenceandthe legislatureof this commonwealthhashere-
tofore grantedrelief to thosewho hadarrived in Pennsylvania,
manyof whomyet remain in astateof distress:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
the SenateandHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyen-
acted by’ the authority of the same, That it shall andmay be
lawful for time governorof this commonwealth,andhe is hereby
authorizedand empowered,to draw one or more warrantson
the statetreasurer,for any sumor sumsnot exceedingone thou-
sanddollars in the whole, in favor of Godfrey Haga,Edward
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Peningtoii,Robert Ralston,SamuelP. GritlIts, JosephLownes,
SamuelI~Iech1inandJoseph Sansom,who are herebyappointed
comniissionersto receiveanddistribute time same,in such mam~-
ncr andproportions,either in specIe,orin necessariesby theui
provided, to andamongsuch personssuffering as aforesaidas
to theni, time said commissioners,or a majority of them, shall
ilpl)efll’ propel’ objectsof this charity.

MONTGOMERY, ON THE ROAD LEADING FROM PHILADELPHIA TO
THE BOROUGH OF READING.

Whereasa numberof the inhabitantsof the county of Mont-
gomery,by their petition to the legislature,have statedthat a
grand jury of the saidcountyhavevoted the sum of two thou-
sandpounds,out of the public stock of the saidcounty, for the
