[Section1,] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate

CHAPTER MCMXXV.

AN ACT TO AMEND THE ACT ENTITLED, “AN ACT FOR INCORPORAT-
ING THE SOCIETY FORMED FOR THE RELIEF OF POOR,AGED AND
INFIRM MASTERS OF SHIPS,THEIR WIDOWS AND CHILDREN.”2

Whereasthe managersof the society formed for the relief of
poor anddistressedmastersof ships,their widows andchiIdrei~r
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have requested [that] the act of incorporation may be so
amendedby law, as to vest in amajority of the managersof the
saidsociety the soleright andpower to make andexecuteall
transfers,releases,acquittaucesand acknowledgmentsof satis-
faction touching the income and estate of the said society:
Therefore:

[Section I.] (SectionI, P. IA.) lIe it enactedby the Senate
andHouse of Representativesof the Coinnionwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That all transfersof the property,
stockandestateof the societyfoi’med for the relief of poor,aged
and infirm mastersof ships,their widows andchildren,shall he
madeand executedby a majority of the managersthereof for
thetimebeing, andthat all releasesandacquaintancesof andfor
all sums of money, which shall be paid into the handsof the
treasurerof the said society oii any mortgage, bond, bill or
other security, shall also be iiiade and executedby a majority
of the managersaforesaid,and attestedby the treasurerfor
the time being,andthe managersmakingandexecutingsuch re-
leases and acquittancesrespectively,shall enipower the said
treasurer,in writing undertheir handsandseals,to acknowledge
satisfactiontherebyon record,if suchpaymentshallbe on mort-
gage,and the said treasureishah accordinglymake and entei’
satisfactionwithin onemonth after request,under the penally
of forfeiting any sum of money iiot exceedingthe mortgag~’
money,to be recoveredin any court of recordwithin this coin-
monwealth,by bill, plaint or information, arid, for the faithful
performanceof all the duties imposedon tile said treasurer,he
shall give suchsecurity as the said managers,or a majority of

them,shall from time to time direct andreqmce.
[SectionII.] (SectionIT, P. T.) And he it further enacted

by theauthorityaforesaid,That so much of theactentitled,“An
act for incorporatingthe society formed for the relief of poor,
agedand infirm mastersof ships, their W1(lowS and children,”
passedthe fourth dayof March, in the yearonethousandseven
hundred and eighity,~is hereby altered and amended,but rio
more, shall l)e, and hereby is, repealedandmadevoid.
