CHAPTER MCMXXXIL

AN ACT TO ENABLE THE ADMINISTRATORS OF THE ESTATE OF JAMES
PATTERSON, DECEASED, BY LEAVE OF THE COURT OF COMMON
PLEAS OF FRANKLIN COUNTY, TO CONVEY A CERTAIN TRACT OF
LAND TO GEORGE CRIDER.,

~ ‘Whereas the widow and heirs of James Patterson, late of Bes-

wick township, in the county of York, deceased, have stated to

the legislature of this commonwealth, that the said James Pat-
terson was legally seized of a certain plantation and tract of
land situate in Hamilton township, in the county of Franklin,
that the said James Patterson, in his life-time in the month of
April, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-five, did sell the
said plantation to a cerlain George Crider, for the sumn of thir-
teen hundred pounds, aud actually received the sum of four
hundred and twelve pounds fifteen shillings, in part of the con-
sideration money, trom the said George Crider, but did not exe-
cule any lawful conveyauce for the said plantation to the said

George Crider, that no contract in writing, or other written

evidence of contract can be found, whereby the administrators

nmight be enabled to convey the iitle of the premises to the said

George Crider, his heirs and assigns, and that the said James
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Patterson died intestate, leaving a numerous family, some of
whom are in a state of minority, and consequently incapable of
executing a deed to the said George Crider, wherefore the widow
and heirs have prayed for legislative aid:

And whereas it is just and reasonable to grant relief in the
premises:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Sendte
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That it shall and may be lawful for
the court of common pleas of Franklin to hear and examine the
testimony to the contract made by James Patterson, in his life-
time, with a certain George Crider, for the sale of a plantation
and tract of land situate in Hamilton township, in the eounty
of Franklin, containing three hundred and twelve acres and fifty-
seven perches and allowance, bounded by lands of Christian Mil-
ler, Isaac Pearson, William Ramsey, Thomas Ramsey, William
McCune and others, and, if it shall be proved to the satisfaction
of said court, that the said contract was fairly made, and that
reasonable notice had been given to the parties interested there-
in, or their legal representatives, to take such order as fully
and completely as they could or might do had the said contract
been made in writing.

[Section I1.]  (Section IT, P. I..)  And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That it shall and may be lawful for
the administrators of the said James Patterson, deceased, under
the direction of the said court of Franklin county, to execuls
a deed 1o the said George Crider, his heirs and assigns, for the
said plantation and tract of land, and to do and perform all
things in the premises as fully and completely to all intents and
purposes as administrators are empowered and enjoined to do
by the act entitled, “An act to enable executors and administra-
tors by leave of court to convey lands and tenements contracted
for by their decedents, and for other purposes therein men-
tioned,”! passed the thirty-first day of Mareh, in the year of our
Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety-two.
