[Sectioii I.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it eiiactedby the Senate

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR EDUCATING JOHN KONKAPOT, JUNIOR,
A YOUTH OF THE STOCKBRIDGE TRIBE OF ONEDIA INDIANS, AND
FOR THE RELIEF OF JOHN KONIcAPOT, SENIOR.

Whereasan applicationhasbeenmadeto the legislatureon
behalf of John Konapot, Junior, a youth of the Stockbridge
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
