veys, without any further demandwhatsoeverof or from this
commonwealthaccordingto their respectivedeeds,andthe said
lines markedandknown as aforesaidshall forever be the boun-
daryof the said tract of land called Carrol’s Delight, anyvari-
ancein the boundaryherebyestablished,from any former sur-
vey or reputedboundaryof the saidtract of land notwithstand-

ing. Providedalways,That nothing in this actcontainedshall
ia any wise injure or impair the title of anypersonto the laud
containedwithin the said linesor any part thereof.

CHAPTER MCMXXXIX.

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE T1-IE CITIZENS OF TI-ITS STATE MEMBERS
OF THE AGGREGATE CORPORATIONFOR TIlE RELIEF OF THE WID-
OWS AND CHILDREN OF CLER(1YMEN OF THE PIIOTESTANT ENS-
COPAL CT-flJRCH IN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERIOA, FOR THE
BETTER MANAGEMENT OF THEIR SHAREAND PROPORTIONOF THE
FUNDS AND ESTATE OF THE SAID AOCREGATE CORPORATION,
UPOI’I A DIVISION OF THE SAME BEING MADE WITH THE MEM-
BERS OF THE SAID CORPORATION, CITIZENS OF THE STATES OF
NEW YORK AND NEW .TERSEY.

\Vhiercas it was heretofore represeiited by the clergy iii the
eouhInhlJIiolI of the church of England,residing within the pro—
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vinces (now states) of Pennsylvania,New York and. New Jer-
sey, t-hat “they were with great difficulty able to provide for
their families, so that their widows andchildren wereoften left
in greatdistress,andpraying,for remedythereof,that corpora-
tions might be erectedby similar chartersin every of the said
threeprovinces, (now states),enablingthem to receive,manage
anddisposeo suchsumsof money as may be contributedand
given asafund towardsthesupportandrelief of the widows and
children of the said clergy:

And whereas charters of incorporation were accordingly
grantedin the said threeprovinces, (now states),creatingthe
said clergy, and other personstherein named, a corporation
aggregateor body politic, ~y the nameof “Phie Corporationfor
the relief of the widows andchildren of clergymenin the com-
munionof the Churchof Englandin America,” with the neces-
sary powersand immunities to them andtheir successors,to
hold annualandadjournedmeetings,andactas a body politic
andcorporatein any of the said three provinces, (flow states),

acordingto such rotation as, by their own fundamentalordi-
nancesand by-laws, they might appoint, as, by the several
chartersandthe recordsof the same,maymoreatlargeappear:

And whereasthe legislaturesof the said states,since they
became independentgovernments,favoring the laudable and
charitabledesignfor whicli the saidaggregatecorporationwas
instituted, andfor the further promotion of the same, have
passedsimilar and correspondentacts t.o revive, alter andcon-
firm the saidchartersaccordingto the [circumstancesof] the
revolution,andto enablethe saidcorporationto do andtransact
their businessby a smaller quorum than their fundamentalin-
stitutions required, as appear%to this legislature by the act
entitled “Au act to all-er andconfirm thecharterof thecorpora-
tion for the relief of the widows andeluidren of the clergymen
in the communionof the churchof Englandin America,” passed.
the ninth day of February one thousandseven hundred and
eighty-five,1 and by oneother act ~c the legislatureof this com-
nionwealth entitled, “An act for altering a certain clause in

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the charterof the corporationfor the relief of the widows and
children of clergymenof the PortestantEpiscopal Church in
time United Statesof America,” passedthe secondday of April,
in theyearof our Lord onethousandsevenhundredandninet~.2

And whereas,nevertheless,it hasbeenrepresentedto us that
from time increaseof population,and the establishmentof new
congregationsand placesof worship, even to the frontiers of
the territory belonging to the said three states,it hasbecome
very expensive,amid almost impracticalto assembleaduerepre-
sentationin anyof thesaidthreestates,eitherannuallyor other-
wise, to transactthe necessaryaffairs of the saidaggregatecor-
poration, and it is believedthat by a separationof the funds
uponprinciplesof reciprocity,which maybeeasilyaccomplished,
theportion of the fund belongingto ~hemembersin eachof the
stateswould bebettermanagedandconsiderablyaugmented,but
that, to makesuchseparationin the safestandmost- satisfactory
manner,tile aid amid sanctionof similar andcorrespondentacts
of the severallegislaturesof tIme said threestateswill be neces-
sary, and the membersof the saidaggregatecorporation,citi-
zensof thusstate,haveprayedthe aid andsanctionof this legis-
lature accordingly:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby the
SenateandHouse of Representativesof the Commonwealthof
