CHAPTER MCMXLIV.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR
ALTERING THE BUILDINGS APPROPRIATED AS A GAOL FOR CRIMI-
NALS.”l

Whereasthe sum appropriatedby the act to which this is a
supplement,has proved insufficient to complete the necessary
buildings contemplatedto be erectedfor the accommodationof
the convictsin the gaol for criminals:

And whereasit appearsthat the money heretoforeappropri
atedhasbeeneconomicallyapplied. Therefore:

[Section I.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penim-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
time authority of the same,That the governorhe, andhe is here-
by, authorizedto draw his warrant on the treasurerof this
commonwealth,ih favor of the commissionersappointedunder
the act to which this is asupplement,for the sumof six thous.
and dollars, to enablethem to fulfill their contracts,andconi-
plete the buildings for criminalsin the gaolyard.
