CHAPTER MCMXLY.

AN ACT MAKING A NEW ARRANGEMENT OF ELECTION DISTRICTS IN
THE COUNTY OF MONTGOMERY,

[Section L] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That from and after the passing of
this act, the townships of Norriton, Providence, Worcester,
Plymouth, Whitpaine, Upper Merion and Lower Merion, in the
county of Montgomery, shall be an election district, to be called
the fifth district, and the electors thereof shall hold their general
elections at the court house in the said county.

[Section I1.] (Section II, P. T..) And he it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the townships of Whitemarsh,
Springfield, Upper Dublin and Horsham shall be an election dis-
trict, to Le called the second district, and the electors thereof
shall hold their general elections at the house now occupied by
Philip Riffert, in Whitemarsh township aforesaid.

[Rection T11.] (Section II1, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the awthority aforesaid, That the townships of Abington,
Cheltenham and Moreland shall be an election district, and the
cloctors thereof shall hold their general elections at the house
now oceupied by William MeCalla, in the township of Abington,
aforesaid.

[Section TV.] (Section IV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the townships of Gwynedd,
Montgomery, Towamensing, Hatfield, I'ranconia, Lower Salford
and Skippack and Perkionen shall be an election district, to be
called the fourth district, and the electors thereof shall hold their
general cleetions at the house now occupied by Christian
Weaber, in Towamensing township aforesaid.

[Section V.] (Section V, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the townships of Timerick, New
Hanover, Upper ITanover, Douglas, Marlborough and Frederick

shall be an election district, to Le called the fifth district, and
the electors thereof shall hold their general elections at the house
now occupied by Catherine Schnider, in New Hanover town-
ship, aforesaid.

CHAPTER MCMXLVT.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE SETTLEMENT OF THE ESTATES OF
DECEASED OFFICERS AND SOLDIERS WHO SERVED IN THE PENN-
SYLVANIA LINE DURING THE LATE WAR.

Whereas great inconveniences have arisen, and much injury
has been done, to the rights of this commonwealth, in cases where
letters of administration have been taken out upon the estates
of officers and soldiers who served in the Pennsylvania line dur-
ing the late war, and who died intestate, and without heirs, inas-
much as, in many instances, no settlement of accounts has been
made by the persons so taking out letters of administration
with the officer of the proper county, and paying into his hands
their respective balances:

And whereas, for the want of legal provisions, in this respect,
a door lias been opened for muelh unjust speculation, For remedy
whereof :

[Bection L] (Section I, . I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is liereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the several registers for the
probate of wills and granting letters of administration, within
this commonwealth, shall be, and they are hereby, required to
cause to be published, in their respective counties, on or hefore
the first day of August next, either in a public newspaper, or in
a convenient number of public hand bills to be pasted up in at
least twenty of most frequented places in their respective coun-
ties, the names of all such administrators, as well as the names
of their sureties, as have received letters of administration (and
