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CHAPTERIMCMLXII.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER WALTER CLARK, WILLIAM GRAY, AND WIL-
LIAM WILSON, TO SELL AND CONVEY A CERTAIN LOP OF GROUND,
IN THE TOWN OF LEWISBURO, IN NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY, ANT)
FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WhereasLewis Derr, lateof Buffalo township, ii~Northuni-
berlandcounty, deceased,by his indenture,bearingdate the
twenty-sixth day of March, one thousandsevenhundredand
eighty-five, for theusesthereinmentioned,did grant to Wal-
ter Clark,Wffliam GrayandWilliam Wilson, threecontiguous
lots of ground,situatein the town of Lewisburg,in Buffalo
township, Northumberlandcounty, andmarkedin the general
plan of said town, and numberedforty-two, forty-four and
forty-six, eachof themcontainingin breadthon Marketstreet
sixty-five feet,and in length one hundredand sixty-five feet,
boundedon the southby Marketstreet,on the westby Front
street, on the north by Cherry alley, and on the eastby lot
numberforty-eight,to them,in trust for thesoleuseandbene-
fit of the Presbyteriancongregationof Buffalo, for the pur-
poseof a burying ground. And whereasthe said Walter
Clark, William Gray and William Wilson, haveset forth, by
their petition, that divers inhabitants,within the boundsof
said congregation,haveinterredtheir deceasedfriends in lot
numberforty-eight, adjoiningthe lots bereinbeforedescribed,
therefore, they pray the legislatureto enable them to sell
and convey lot, numberforty-two of the aforesaidgrant, in
which no deceasedpersonhasbeeninterred,and to purchase
the lot numberforty-eight, which the inhabitantshave here-
tofore occupiedasa burying ground. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That Walter Clark, William Gray,
andWilliam Wilson, shallbe, andthey arehereby,authorized
and. empoweredto sell, and by deed,under their handsand
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seals,conveyandassurethelot numberforty-two, in the town
of Lewisburg,in thecountyof Northumberland,with the appur-
tenances,asfully andeffectually,asif no specialtrust or pur-
posehadbeensetforth or declaredin thegrantthereof,andto
purchasetheadjoininglot numberforty-eight,with themoneys
arisingfrom thesale of lot numberforty-two, iii trust for the
sole useand behoofof thePresbyteriancongregationof Buf-
falo township, Northumberlandcounty,aforesaid.

CHAPTER MCMLXIII.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR DEFRAYING THE EXPENSE OF SURVEY-
ING FIVE TRACTS OF LAND, HERETOFORE GRANTED TO CORN-
PLANTER, A CHIEF OF THE SENECA NATION.

WhereasAlexander McDowell has duly surveyedsundry
tracts of land, heretoforegrantedby law to Cornplanter,a
chiefof the Senecanation, in doing of which he incurredcon-
siderable expense. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the comptrollerand register
generalbe, and they are hereby, authorizedand requiredto
settlethe accountsof AlexanderMcDowell, for sundryservices
in surveyingseveraltractsof land,heretoforegrantedto Corn-
planter,a chiefof theSenecanation, aswell asfor certainex-
pensesattendingthe same,andto makesuch allowancethere-
for as they may deemreasonable.

[SectionII.} (SectionII, P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That upon suchsettlementand al-
lowancebeingmade,thesameshallbe certifiedby thesaidcomp-
troller and registergeneralto the governor,who shall there-
upondrawhis warrantuponthestatetreasurer,in the manner
