CHAPTER MCMLXIII.

AN ACT To PROVIDE FOR. DEFRAYING THE EXPENSB~OF SURVEY-
ING FIVE TRACTS OF LAND, HERETOFORE GRANTED TO CORN-
PLANTER, A CHIEF OF THE SENECA NATION.

WhereasAlexander McDowell has duly surveyedsundry
tracts of land, heretoforegrantedby law to Cornplanter,a
chiefof the Senecanation, in doing of which he incurredcon-
siderable expense. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the comptrollerand register
generalbe, and they are hereby, authorizedand requiredto
settlethe accountsof AlexanderMcDowell, for sundryservices
in surveyingseveraltractsof land,heretoforegrantedto Corn-
planter,a chiefof theSenecanation, aswell asfor certainex-
pensesattendingthe same,andto makesuch allowancethere-
for asthey may deemreasonable.

[SectionII.} (SectionII, P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That upon suchsettlementand al-
lowancebeingmade,thesameshallbe certifiedby thesaidcomp-
troller and registergeneralto the governor,who shall there-
upondrawhis warrantuponthestatetreasurer,in the manner
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directedby theact, entitled, “Au actto providefor the settle-
ment of public accounts,and for other purposesthereinmen-
tioned,” passedthe fourth day of April, one thousandseven
hundredand ninety-two,’which warrant shall be paid out of
the funds appropriatedfor the support of government.

CHAPTERMCMLXW.

AN ACT FOR ALTERING CERTAIN ELECTION DISTRICTS IN THE
COUNTY OF BERKS.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same, That the townshipsof Robeson,
Brecknock,Carnarvan,andpart of Union township,beginning
at awhiteoak stumpon theChesterandBerkscountyline, at or
neara placeknownby thenameof JohnDavis’ improvement,
from thencein a straight line to Six-pennymill, on Six-penny
creek,and from thencein a straight line to the bank of the
river Schuylkill, to acornerof RobertA. FarmerandJohnHar-
rison’s lands, areherebyerectedinto a separateelectionsdis-
trict, and thatthe freemenof saiddistrict shallhold their gen-
eral electionsat the housenow occupiedby Philip Marquart,
in RobesonTownship.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That that part of Union township,
which lies southeastof theabovedescribedline, shallhold their
generalelectionsat the White Horsetavern,in Amity town-
ship, anythingin anyfo~meract to the contrarynotwithstand-
ing.
