CHAPTER MCMLXY.

AN ACT FOR ALTERING THE PLACES FOR HOLDING ELECTIONS IN
THE FOURTH DISTRICT IN THE COUNTY OF DAUPHIN.

‘Whereas it has been represented to the legislature, by peti-
tion from the inhabitants of Upper Paxton, in the county
of Dauphin, that the place of holding their elections is um-
central and inconvenient.

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it therefore enacted by
the Senate and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth

 of Pennsylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby en-

acted by the authority of the same, That the freemen of the
fourth district in the county of Dauphin shall, from and after
the passing of this act, hold their general elections at the house
now occupied by Adam Bender, in the township of Upper Paxton
aforesaid, anything to the contrary thereof in any former law
notwithstanding. '
