AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF 5OHN GLEN.

(SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,Thatthegovernorbe,andheis here-
by, authorizedto draw his warranton the statetreasurer,for
the sumof six hundreddollars, in favor of JohnGlen, a dis-
abledsoldier,who servedin themilitia during thelate revolu-
tionarywar, to bepaid out of the fundsappropriatedfor the
supportof government.
