erected into a separate election district, and the inhabitants
within the limits of the same shall hold their annual elections, at
the times and in the manner prescribed by law, at the house now
occupied by William Corbit, in said distriet, anything in any
law to the contrary notwithstanding.

CHAPTER MMVI.

AN ACT FOR CONTINUING THE PRESENT SALARIES OF THE JUDGES
OF THE SUPREME COURT, THE SECRETARY OF THE COMMON-
WEALTH, AND THE PRESIDENTS OF THE COURTS OF COMMON PLEAS,

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the judges of the supreme court,
the secretary of the commonwealth, and the presidents of the-
courts of common pleas, shall continue to hold and receive the
salaries at present allowed to them by law, as a compensate
for their services.
