AN ACT TO VEST IN THE HEIRS OF WILLIAM RANKIN, DECEASED,

SUCH PART OF HIS FORFEITED ESTATE, AS HATH NOT BEEN SOLD

FOE THE USE OF THIS COMMONWEAIJZE.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto thelegislaturethata small
portionof theestateof William Rankin,deceased,forfeitedby
his attainder,hasneverbeensoldorseizedon behalfof thecom-
monwealth,andWffliam Webbhasprayedthatthe samemaybe
vestedin theheirsof the saidWilliam Ranldn. Therefore:

[SectionI.J (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Bepresentativesof the Commonwealthof Peun-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby.
the authorityof the same,That all right, title and interest,
property,claim and demand,whatsoever,which the common-
wealthhasin, to and out of suchpartsof the estate,real and
personal,of thesaid William Rankin,forfeitedby his attainder
aforesaid,ashathnot beenhereteforeseized,sold, aliened,or
otherwisedisposedof, by andon accountof thepublic, shallbe,
andthesameishereby,granted,conveyed,assignedandsetover,
untotheheirs,executors,administratorsandassignsof thesaid
William Rankin, forever, as if the attainderof said William
Rankinhadnot takenplace.
