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CHAPTERMMXXXVII.

AN ACT TO PROVThE FOR REIMBURSING THE EXPENSES OF THE

SHERIFF OF THE CITY AND COUNTY OF PHILADELPHIA, IN RE-

MOVING HIS PRISONERS FROM THE DEBTOR’S APARTMENT TO THE

COUNTY~OP MONTGOMERY, DURING THE PREVALENCE OF THE
LATE CONTAGIOUS PEV~E.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authorityof the same,That thecommissionersof the city
andcountyof Philadelphiaareherebyauthorizedandrequired
to audit, settle and adjust the accountsand vouchersof the
sheriff of the city and countyof Philadelphia,relating to his
disbursementsand expensesin Itxnoving the prisonerswithin
his custody, in the debtors’department,to thecountygaol of
Montgomery,asaplaceof refugefromthelatecontagiousfever
thatafflictedthecity ofPhiladelphiaandits vicinity, in thesum-
merandfall of theyearof ourLord onethousandsevenhundred
andninety-eight,andreturningthe same,whenthecontagious
feverhad abated;and uponthe auditing and adjustingof the
same,to drawanorderon thetreasurerof thecity andcounty
of Philadelphiafor the amountthereof,to be paid out of the
stockof the saidcity andcountyof Philadelphia.

CHAPTERMMXXXVIII.

A SUPPLEMENT TO AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO REGULATE

HAWKERS AND PEDDLERS.”

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
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theauthorityof the same,That, from andafter thepassingof
this act, no personshall be licensedas a hawker,peddler,or
petty chapman,within thisstate,but suchonly whois a citizen
of theUnitedStates,andwho, from age,lossof limb, or other
bodily infirmity, shallbe disabledfrom procuringa livelihood
by labor,whichdisability shallbeprovenby certificateorcertifi-
catesfrom oneormorephysiciansof respectablecharacter.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P.L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That if any person,not being
licensedaforesaid,(exceptsuchwhoselicensesmaynot yet be
expired) shall be found hawking, peddling, or traveling from
placeto place, throughanypart of this state,to sell or expose
for sale, any foreigngoods,wares,or merchandises,everyper-
sonso offendingagainstthis act shallbe liable to a fine of fifty
dollars,or, beingso qualified, shall refuse,upon the requestof
anycitizenof this state,to showhis license,everypersonsoof-
fendingshallbe liable to afine of twenty dollars;or if anyper-
sonhavinga licenseshall lendor otherwisedisposeof thesame
to anyotherperson,thepersonsolending,andthepersonsore-
ceivingthesame,shallbeliable to afine of fifty dollars,respect-
ively, which fines shallbe recoveredand applied, asby theact
to which this is a supplementis directedandprovided.

[SectionUI.] (SectionlIE, P.L.) Andbe it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatnoperson,licensedfor thepur-
poseaforesaid,shall be permittedto sell, vend,or exposefor
sale,anyforeigngoods,wares,ormerchandise,in anyprivateor
public house,or in anyof the openstreets,lanesor alleys,or
in anyotherpart or placeof the city of Philadelphia,the dis-
trict of Southwark,or thetownshipsof theNorthernLiberties,
Moyamensingor Passyunk,or anyof thecorporateor cbunty
townsof this state,underthepenaltyof fifty dollars, to be re-
coveredand appliedasbeforementioned.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That so muchof the act, to which
this is a supplement,as is herebyalteredor amended,be, and
thesameis hereby,repealed.
