lawful for the inhabitants,desirousof using the navigationof
saidcreek,to removeall naturalandartificial obstructions,from
themouththereofup themainfork,andthat branchcalledLittle
Fishingcreekup to ~ohnEve’s mill aforesaid,andto erectsuch
slopesor locksat themill-damsnowbuilt, as may be necessary
for the passageof boats,rafts and fish; providedsuchslopesor
locks shallbe soconstructed,asnot to injure the works of said
dams.

[Section II.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforeaid, That nothing in this act contained
shall be deemed,takenor understoodto preventany personor
persons,possessingland on the said creek, or either of them,
who, beforethepassingof this act,hadauthorityunderthelaws
of this commonwealthto erecta darn or dams, [from erecting
suchdarn or dams. Providedalways, That suchdamor dams
be soconstructedandkeptin repair],by theownersthereof,with
completeslopesand locks on convenientpartsof suchdams,as
that the navigationfor boatsandrafts, and thepassageof fish,
will not beinjuredthereby.

AN ACT EMPOWERINGCERTAIN TRUSTEESTHEREIN NAMED TO SELL
AND DISPOSE OF A CERTAIN TRACT OF LAND, SITUATE PARTLY
IN UPPER AND PARTLY IN LOWER MOUNT BETHEL TOWNSHIPS,
IN THE COUNTY OF NORTHAMPTON, AND TO APPROPRIATE THE
MONEYS ARISING FROM THE SALE THEREOF FOR THE PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasthe trusteesand eldersof the Presbyteriancongle-
gation in Lower Mount Bethel township,in the countyof North-
ampton,andstateof Pennsylvania,by theirpetition,haverepre-
seiitedto thelegislature,that by virtueof a certainindentureor
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deedof conveyance,bearingdatethe seventhday of May, in the
yearof our Lord one thousandsevenhundredand ninety, exe-
cutedby Robert Richartand Elizabeth his wile, John Scott,
David Ayres, andWilliam Richart,andtheir heirs,areseizedof
andin a certaintract or parcelof land, situatepartly in Upper
andpartlyin Lower Mount Bethel townshipsaforesaid,begiun-
ing at a stonecornerstandingin aliueof SamuelMiller’s .land;
thenceextendingnorth threedegreeswest forty perchesand a
half to a post, in a line of William Plummer’sland; thenceby
thesamenorth eighty-sevendegreeseastfifty perchesanda half
to a white oak,north threedegreeswesttwenty-oneperchesand
a half to a post, north eighty-sevendegreeseasttwentyperches
to a hickory, and south thirty degreeseastone perch and one-
tenth to a chestnut,in a line of Isaac Hulliard’s land; thence
alongthesamesoutheighty degreeseasteighty-fiveperchesand
a half to a stone,north twenty-onedegreeseastfive perchesto
a stone,southsixty-nine degreeseastonehundredand eighteen
perchesto a stone,and south fifty-six degreeswestthirty-three
perchesto a stone, in a line ofWilliam Richart’s land; thence
by the samesouth seventy-twodegreeswest sixty-eight perches
to a stone,north threedegreeswest ten perchessouth eighty-
threedegreeswestsixty-eight perchesto a blackoak, andsouth
seventy-onedegreeswestforty-eightperchesto a stone,in a line
of SamuelMiller’s laud; thenceby the samenorth thirteende-
greeswestforty-six perchesto a stone,andsoutheighty-sevende-
greeswestforty-eight perchesand a half to the place of begin-
ning, containingone hundredand one acresand seventy-three
perchesstrict measure,in trust for thesaid congregation,which
land andpremiseshavebeenusedfor the accommodationof the
officiating pastoror minister of the said congregation;that the
saidpremisesdo not convenientlyanswerthepurposefor which
they were purchased;and that the membersof the said congre-

teesto whom the saidconveyancewas made,is removedout of
theseparts, and John Scott, anothertrustee,is by age and
bodily infirmities renderedunfit for thetransactionof business;

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,Thatit shall be lawful to and for
David Ayres, with the consentand approbationof JosephBow-
man,Esquire,PeterMiddagh,JohnHutcheson,JephtaArrison,
andWilliam Connelly, or a majority of them,to sell anddispose
of the saiddescribedtract or pieceof land, with therights, mern-
hers,privilegesandappurtenancestheretobelonging,assoonas
the samemay be convenientlydone,either by private or public
sale, for the bestand highestprice that canbe gotten for the
same,andto executeanddeliver anassuranceandconveyanceof
thepremises,valid in law, to thepurchaser,his or herheirs and
assignsforever,savingthelegal rightsof all otherpersonsthere-
in, and to appropriateand apply the moneysarisingfrom such
saletowardsthepurchasinganotherpieceof land for a parson-
