tion, have the same powers], and be subject to the same duties, as
are prescribed by the before recited act; and the presence of any
two of the six commissioners shall be necessary to every day’s
drawing of the said lottery.

CHAPTER MMCXXXVTI.

AN ACT TO EXTEND THH ACT, ENTITLED, “A SUPPLEMENT TO AN
ACT FOR ESTABLISHING AN EXPLICIT FEE BILL.”’1i

[Section 1] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the supplement to the act, en-
titled, “An act for establishing an explicit fee bill,”* passed on
the sixteenth of March, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-
eight, and all things therein contained, be, and the same is here-
by, extended and rendered perpetual.
