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CHAPTER MMCXLYV.

AN ACT FOR ALTERING THE TIMES OF HOLDING CERTAIN COURTS
WITHIN THIS STATH.

Whereas the erection of the counties of Crawford, Adams and
Centre, during the present session of the legislature, has ren-
dered it necessary that a new arrangement of gome of the dis-
tricts for holding the courts, and of the times of holding the said
courts, should be made., Therefore:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Repregentatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That, from and after the last Monday
of June next, the county of Cumberland shall be annexed to the
second district, and the courts of common pleas and quarter
sessions for the counties of Lancaster, York, Adams, Cumber-
land and Dauphin ghall be holden at the times following, viz.:
in the county of Lancaster, on the second Mondays in February,
May, August and November; in York county, on the Mondays

-next after the courts of Lancaster; in Adams county, on the Mon-

days next after the courts of York county; in Carlisle, for Cum-
berland county, on the Mondays next after the courts of Adams
county; and in the county of Dauphin, on the Mondays next after
the courts of Cumberland county; and that, from and after the
last Monday of May next, the county of Somerset shall be an-
nexed to the fourth district, and the courts of common pleas and
quarter sessions for the counties of Franklin and Somerset, with-
in the said district, shall be holden at the following times, viz.:
in the county of Franklin, on the first Mondays in January, April
and August, and on the last Monday of October, in every year;
and in the county of Somerset, on the Mondays next after the
courts in Bedford county; and that, from and after the said last
Monday of May next, the courts of common pleas and quarter
sessions within the fifth district, shall be holden at the times fol-
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lowing, viz.: in the county of Washington, on the last Mondays
in February, May, August and November, in every year, in the
county of Greene, on the Mondays next after the courts in Wagh-
ington county; in the county of Fayette, on the Mondays next
after the courts in Greene county; in the county of Westmore-
land, on the Mondays next after the courts in Fayette county;
in the county of Allegheny, on the Mondays next after the courts
in Westmoreland county; and in the county of Crawford, on the
second Mondays next after the courts in Allegheny county; and
the county of Chester shall be, and the same is hereby, annexed
to the first district; and the president of the said district shall
preside at and hold the next court in the said county of Chester.

CHAPTER MMCXLVI.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR OPENING AND IMPROVING THE ROAD FROM
DAVID BEALE'S, IN MIFFLIN COUNTY, TO GHORGE M'MULLIN'S IN
SHEARMAN’S VALLEY, IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY.

Whereas the opening and improving the road from David
Beale’s, in Mifflin county, over the end of Tuscarora, and over
West Conecocheague mountaing, to George M’Mullin’g in Shear-
man’s valley, in Cumberland county, would be of public utility,
and as the opening of said road is of too difficult and expensive
a nature to be accomplished by the townships through which it
passes. Therefore:

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That David Beale and Joseph McCoy,
of Mifflin county, are appointed commissioners, to lay out 4nd
improve the road from the said David Beale's, over the end of
the Tuscarora, and over the West Conecocheague mountaing, to
George M’Mullin’s, in Shearman’s valley; and as soon as the said
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
