CEAPTER MMCXLVI.

AN ACT TO PROVIDEFOR OPENINGAND IMPROVING THE ROAD FROM
DAVID BEALE’S, IN MIFFL~INCOUNTY, TO GEORGE M’MULLIN’S IN
SHEABMAN’S VALLEY, IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY.

Whereasthe opening and improving the road from David
Beale’s,in Muffin county,over the end of Tuscarora,and over
West Conecocheaguemountains,to GeorgeM’Mullin’s in Shear-
man’s valley, in Oumberlandcounty,would be of public utility,
and asthe openingof said roadis of too difficult andexpensive
a natureto be accomplishedby thetownshipsthroughwhich it
passes. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,ThatDavid BealeandJosephMcCoy,
of Mifihin county, areappointedcommissioners,to lay out ttnd
improvethe road from the said David Beale’s,over the end of
theTuscarora,andover the WestConecocheaguemountains,to
GeorgeM’Mullin’s, in Shearman’svalley; andassoonasthesaid
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road hasbeenlaid out and. opened,they shall give information
thereof to thegovernor,who is herebyauthorizedandrequired
to employa suitableagent,who shall taketo his assistancetwo
reputablefreeholders,one of themfrom Shearman’svalley, and
theotherfrom Tuscaroravalley, to view andreporton thestate
of the said road,andvaluethe labor done, and ascertainthe
money expendediii improving the said road; and upon the re-
port of the said freeholdersand theagent,or any two of them,
theagentbeiflg one,filed in theoffice of thesecretaryof thecom-
monwealth,the governoris herebyauthorizedto drawhi~war-
rantin favor of the saidDavid BealeandJosephMcCoy, ortheir
legalrepresentatives,for the full amountreportedto be laid out
or expendedin improving saidroad;providedthesameshallnot
exceedthesumof four hundredandfifty dollars; which moneys
shall be paid out of the arrearagesof the state taxesnow due
from thecountiesof Cumberlandand Muffin, for which sum so
paid the county of Muffin shall be entitled to a credit in their
settlementwith the treasurerof Cumberlandcounty,who shall
be entitled to havea credit for the samein hi~settlementwith
thetreasurerof thecommonwealth.

CHAPTER MMCXLVII.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE GOVERNORTO APPOINT COMMISSIONERS
TO SELLTHE HOUSEINTENDED FOR THE ACCOMMODATION OFTHE
PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, AND THE LOTS ADJACENT
THERETO.

[Section I.] (Section1, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in (heneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,Thatthe governorbe, andhe Is here-
by, authorIzedto appoint threepersons,who shall be commis-
sionersto sell the houseintendedfor theaccommodationof the
