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prizes as shall be demanded by persons legally entitled tﬁereto,
within six months after drawing of the said lottery shall be com-
pleted.

" [Section TI1.] (Section III, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That all prizes not demanded within
twelve months after publication as aforesaid, shall be considered
as relinquished for the benefit of the said church.

CHAPTER MMCLII.

AN ACT TO ERECT A CERTAIN ELECTION DISTRICT IN THE COUNTY:

OF WAYNE.

[Section I.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the townships of Lackawaxen,
Palmyra, and that part of Canaan township which lies on the
south side of Middle creek, in the county of Wayne, are hereby
erected into a separate election district, to be called the fourth
district; and the electors thereof shall hold their general election
at the mansion house at Wilsonville, in said county.

(Section I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted hy
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
