CHAPTERMMCCCXXV.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE CHARLES SMITH, OF THE BOROUGH OF LAN-
CASTER, HIS HEIRS AND ASSIGNS, TO ERECT AND MAINTAIN A
WING DAM IN THE RIVER YUNIATA, UNDER CERTAIN RESTRIC-
TIONS.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,Thatit shall and may be lawful
for Charles Smith, of the boroughof Lancaster,his heirs
and assigns,to erecta wing-damin the Prankstownbranch
of the river Juniata,to extendfrom the southwesterlyshore
of a largeislandin the saidriver, immediatelyabovetheboy-
ough of Huntingdon,three-fourthpartsover thesaid branch,
and to maintain and keep up the samefrom. the first day
of Juneuntil the first day of September,in eachand every
year for ever, for the purposeof supplying an additional
quantity of water to the mills adjoining the said boroughof
Huntingdon, during the seasonsof drought and low-water:
Providedalways,that the saiddamshallnot impedethenavi-
gation of the said branch,or obstructthe passageof fish in
the same:And provided also, that the said CharlesSmith,
his heirs or assigns,shall not thereby interfere with any
private propertyon thesaidriver, orwith themill andwater-
works of a certainJonathanRoland:And providedalso,that
the said dam shall be so constructedas to be carried off by
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the rising of the water, or by ice, or be otherwiseremoved
immediatelyafter the first day of Decemberin everyyear.

THROUGH GERMANTOWN, TO THE TEN MILE STONE ON CHESTNUT
HILL, AND FROM THENCE TO THE NEW STONE BRIDGE OVER
PERKIOMEN CREEK, IN THE cOUNTy OF MONTGOMk~HY.” (1).

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate,
and,Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same, That as soon as the president,
managersand companyof the Germantownand Perkiomen
turnpikeroad,shall havecompletedany five miles of thesaid
road,or suchfractionalpart asmay remainbetweenthe up-
per end of the last five miles to be completed,and the new
stone bridge over Perkiomencreek, they shall give notice
thereofto thegovernorof this commonwealth,who shallthere-
uponforthwith nominateand appointthreedisinterestedand
skillful personsto view and examine the same,and report
to him in writing whetherthe sameis so far executedin a
masterlyand workmanlikemanner,accordingto the true in-
tent andmeaningof theact~1~to which this is a supplement;
andif their reportshall in anysuchcasebe in theaffirmative,
then the governorshall by licenseunder his hand, and the
lesserseal of the commonwealth,permit and suffer the said
president,managersand company,to erect and fix so many
gatesand turnpikesupon and acrossthe said road, as will
be necessaryand sufficient to enablethem to takeand col-
lect the tolls and dutiesin thesaid actmentioned,according
to theratesthereinspecifiedand set forth.
