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and repair for the free passageof boats,and such slope as
may admit the passageof fish without interruption over the
said darn,andalso, that therights of individualsshallbepre-
served.

Section II. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That it shall and may be lawful
for Nicholas Gerst,his heirs and assigns,to erect, support
and for evermaintain, a mill-dam acrossSwataracreek,op-
positeto his or their own land, with theconsentandapproba-
tion of theownerof theland on the oppositeside of thesaid
creek,of suchconvenientheight asmay be necessaryfor the
purposeof drawing off therebyso muchof ~thewater out of
the said creek,as may be necessaryfor his mill and other
water-works: Provided, he or they shall make a good and
sufficientlock, for thefreepassageof boats,andkeepthesame
in good order and repair, and suchslope as may admit the
passageof fish without interruptionover the said dam, and
also that the rights of all and every individual shall not be
injured or infringed by any of the privileges grante~dby this
act.

CHAPTERMMCCCXXXI.

AN ACT FORSETTLING THE ACCOUNTS OF THE TRUSTEESOF WAYNE
COUNTY, AND VESTING THE POWERS OF SAID TRUSTEES IN THE
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That the commissionersof
Waynecounty,shall on or beforethe first dayof Junenext,
settleandadjusttheaccountsof the trusteesof said county,
and payout of the countystock, suchsum or sumsof money,
as they may find due to thesaid trustees,or either of them.
Provided,that suchsettlementbe first approvedof by the au-
ditors of thesaid county.
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SectionH. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatfrom andafterthesettlement
of the trustee’sbooks asaforesaid,and the paymentof such
sum or sumsasshallbe founddueto them,or either of them,
thentheboardof trusteesshall be dissolved,and the powers
grantedto them by anact,entitled “An act to authorizethe
removal of the seatof justice in the said county of Wayne,
and for other purposes,”passedthe first day of April, o~ne
thousandsevenhundredand ninety-nine,~1~shall be vestedin
the county commissionersfor the time being, and their suc-
cessorsin office.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,Thatthetrustees,or a majority of
them,areherebyauthori~edandrequired,on thereceiptof the
sumsfound due -to them, or either of them, to conveyto the
county commissionersand their successorsin office, in trust,
for the purposesfor which it was granted,all the lands re~
mailing unsold, conveyedto them for the purposesof erect-
ing public buildings at Bethany,in the said county,any law
to thecontraryin anywise notwithstanding.

CHAPTER MMCCCXXXII.

AN ACT TO VEST IN SOPHIA BIDDLE, FOR THE USE OF HERSELFAND
CHILDREN, CERTAIN PARTS OP THE FORFEITED ESTATE OF JOHN
BIDDLE, WHICH HAVE NOT YET COME INTO THE POSSESSIONOF
THIS COMMONWEALTH.

Whereasit has beenrepresentedto the legislature,that
small portions of the estateof John Biddle, forfeited by his
attainder,haveneverbeensold or seizedon behalfof thepub-
lic, and SophiaBiddle, widow of the said John Biddle, has
prayedthat thesamemight bevestedin her for theuseof her-
self and children:Therefore,

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
