(SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame,Thattheboardof commissioners
of the county of Somerset,and their successorsin office, be,
and they are hereby,authorizedto sell by public sale, they
havingfirst given tendayspublic notice thereof, four certain
lots of ground,situatein thetown of Somerset,in saidcounty,
marked in the generalplan of said town, with the numbers
137, 138, 139 and140, now the propertyof the county, and to
maketo the purchaseror purchasersthe necessarydeedor
deeds of conveyance,in fee simple, and to the use of the
county.

CHAPTER MMCCCXXXV.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR FILLING THE VACANCY IN THE OFFICE OF
STATE TREASURER, OCCASIONED BY THE DEATH OF JACOB CAR-
PENTER, ESQUIRE.

Whereasit is declaredby the fifth section,of thesixth ar-
ticle of theconstitutionof this commonwealth,that the state
treasurershall be appointedannually by the membersof
both houses:And whereasby the deathof JacobCarpenter,
esquire,late statetreasurer,that office hasbecomevacant:
Therefore,

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
aylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
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by the authority of the same,That the membersof both
houses,shallmeetin thesenatechamber,at twelveo’clock, on
Mondaythetwenty-eighthinstant,andthenandthereappoint
a statetreasurer,to continuein office, until the secondTues-
day of Januarynext, that eachhouseshall previousto such
appointment,choosea teller andfurnishtheotherhousewith
a minuteof suchchoice,and that the speakerof the Senate,
shallbe thepresidentof themeetingof the members,so to be
assembledfor the purposeaforesaid;andit shall be the duty
of the said tellers respectively,to take down in writing the
nameof everypersonvoting at suchelection,and that of the
personfor whom he shall vote, and makereport thereof to
theirrespectivehouses,in orderthat thesamemaybe entered
on their minutes;and when it shall appearthat any person
has been duly elected,duplicatecertificatesof suchelection
shall be madeout and signed by the presidentof the said
meeting, and by eachof the said tellers, one copy whereof
shallbesentto thepersonelected,andthe othershallbe filed
and recordedin the rolls office of this commonwealth.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the treasurerwho shall be
appointed,accordingto the provisions of this act, before he
enterson thedutiesof his office, shallgive bondwith sureties
in the sum and mannerprescribedby the act, entitled “An
act to ascertainthe securityto be given by the treasurerof
thestatefor thetime being,”passedthenineteenthof Novern-
her, onethousandsevenhundredand eighty-nine.~1~
