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CHAPTER MMCCCLXXI.

A SUPPLEMENTTO THE ACT ENTITLED, “AN ACT FOR THE RELIEØ’
OF THE ESTATE OF SARAH CALDWELL.”

Whereasthe legislatureby an act passedthe twenty-ninth
day of March,one thousandeight hundredandtwo,~”did au-
thorize the statetreasurerfor the time being, to transfer,or
causeto be transferred,the capital amountof certain United
Statescertificates,heldby thestate,in trust, for the represen-
tativesof SarahCaidwell, to ThomasLeiper,as administrator
of said estate:And whereasdoubts are entertained,whether
thesaidtreasureris by the saidactauthorisedto payover to
the said ThomasLeiper, the administratoras aforesaid,the
amountof the principal receivedby thestatefrom the United
States,upon the certificates held by the state, in trust as
aforesaid:Wherefore,

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthority of thesame,That thestatetreasurerfor the
time being, shall if so required, pay or causeto be paid to
ThomasLeiper, asadministratorof theestateof SarahCald-
well, all such instalmentsof principal as havebeenreceived
by thestate,from the UnitedStates,upon thestocksubscribed
andheldin trust for the representativesof Sarah Caidwell as
aforesaid.

CHAPTER MMCCCLXXII.

AN ACT ENABLING CERTAIN TRUSTEES TO SELL AND DISPOSEOF

THE REAL ESTATE OP DAVID HAYES, A LUNATIC.

Whereasit appearsby the proceedingsbad in the court of
commonpleasof the countyof Chester,that a certainDavid
Hayes, of the said county, has beenadjudgeda lunatic, and
that CalebSwayne,SamuelSwayne,junior, andThomasChal-
fant, wereby saidcourt appointedtrusteesto takecareof the
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personandestateof the said David Hayes:And whereasthe
said trustees,together with sundry relations and neighbors
of thethesaidlunatic,haverepresentedto the legislaturethat
his realestateis in want of repairs,andconsequentlyunpro-
ductive, that if repairedit would not rent for a sumsufficient
to maintain the said lunatic, and repay the interest of the
monieswhich mustnecessarilybe borrowed to makethe said
repairs,andthat it would be more for the interestof thesaid
lunatic and his heirs, that the said estate should be sold:
Therefore,

SectionI. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authorityof the same,That it shall andmay be law-
ful for Caleb Swayne,Samuel Swayne,junior, and Thomas
Chalfant,or a majority of them,to sell andconveyto anyper-
son or personswilling to purchasethe same,all the real es-
tateof David Hayesa lunatic, or suchpart or parts thereof,
as to themmay appearproperandnecessary,for the mainte-
nanceandsupportof the said lunatic, andto enablethem to
provide for his subsistenceand clothing, and makethe pur-
chaser such deeds or other assurances,as will assureand
conveyto tile saidpurchaseror purchasers,all the right, title
and interestwhich the said lunatic bath in such real estate:
Provided,that thesaidCalebSwayne,SamuelSwayne,junior,
andThomasChalfant,or amajority of them,shallbefore they

proceedto sell or conveythe whole, or anypart of the estate
of David Hayes, enter into recognizancewith sufficient se-
curity, before the court of commonpleasof Chestercounty,
where said estatelies, that all the money arising from ‘the
salesauthorisedby this act, shall after paying the debts,be
so disposedof by them,aswill be most for the interestof t.Jie
saidDavid Hayes,andhis heirs.
