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they n~aythink proper:Providedalways,that every suchdam
be soconstructedwith aproperslopeor slopes,erectedin the
most convenientparts thereof, so that rafts may not be ob-
stiucted in passingdown the said waters; which slope shall
he at least thirty-five feet wide, andbe one loot lower than
the other parts of such dam, the surface whereof shall be
madeof wood or other materialswell compactedto’~et1ier,so

that noneof thewater mayhe lost in passingdown the same;
andfor everyfoot suchslopeshallbein height it shall extend
fifteen feet down the stream.

CHAPTER MMCCCLXXIX.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO ES-
TABLISH THE JUDICIAL COURTS OF THIS COMMONWEALTH” (1).

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met,and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That the presidentandjudges
of the court of commonpleasin the county of Chestershallbe
authorisedand they are herebyrequired, to hold two addi-
tional courtsof common pleas in the said county, for trying
and arguing civil causes,and for doing andtransactingall
otherbusinessusually done andtransactedin the said court,
width courts shall continueeach one week, and commence
respectivelyon the first Monday in April, and on the‘third
Mondayin Octoberannually.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That this act shall continue in
force until the first day of May, Anno Domini, one thousand
eight hundredandsix.
